F) Biography of Group: :      
The P/SC CRMP was formed in 1989, and hired a full time Coordinator in Dec. 1995.  This program has worked to develop a positive working relationship with the landowners in the Watershed and the agencies involved in the watershed.  Over the past five years, this program has grown to include approximately 150 landowners and 40 agencies, we’ve been awarded over $1 million in grant funds to implement projects for the protection of natural resources and address the erosion and sediment transport.   



G) Biography of Project: :      
The projects developed for the 319h funding were developed with the direct assistance from the landowners of the property where the projects were being developed.  There is tremendous support from the landowners for these projects and many additional landowners are requesting projects.



H) Short-term Goals: :      
To continue to implement projects that will decrease erosion and sediment transport and improve water quality to the San Joaquin River.  Continue to develop working relationships with the landowners throughout the watershed.  Continue to develop funding for additional implementation projects in the watershed and for the completion of assessments in the alluvial fan and the Silver Creek Drainage.



I) Long-term Goals: :      
Develop a program that includes additional watersheds of the Westside stream group.  This would ensure the continued coordinated management of the resources on the Westside of San Joaquin Valley.  Install erosion control structures in the upper watersheds to control flow events to the lower watersheds.
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
