	The Sonoma County Water Agency was formed in 1949 as the Sonoma County Water Conservation and Flood Control

District.  The Agency is responsible for flood control and wholesale water distribution to more than 550,000 people in 

Sonoma and Marin Counties.  In 1995, the Agency also became responsible for managing 11 small sanitation districts and

 zones.  The Agency has  taken a leadership role in protecting and restoring anadromous fish habitat within the County to 

ensure that its performance of its various responsibilities helps protect and restore the viability of threatened or endangered species.

	G) Biography of Project: :      
	

	The County of Sonoma received a grant of $1 million through Proposition 13 (the California Water Bond).  The County

Delegated responsibility for administration of the grant funds to the Agency, which is providing these services at no charge.

Assemblywoman Patricia Wiggins and the Agency assembled a team of professionals who solicited proposals and selected

nine projects to be funded, ranging in size from just over $5,000 to $400,000.  Four of the nine projects have started work,

 with one project already complete.  The other five projects are currently working to establish subcontracts with the Agency

 and task orders with the State Water Resources Control Board.

	The short-term goal of the project is to protect or restore vital fish habitat on the main stem of the Russian River or its 

tributaries.

	The long-term goal of the project is to increase the number of anadromous fish spawning within the main stem of the Russian River and its tributaries.
