	3. Project Purpose – Problem: (problem being addressed) San Diego County is home to over 2.9 million residents. Although data on home gardening activity within the county are limited, a random telephone survey conducted by the University of California Cooperative Extension researchers found that 68% of households considered themselves to be gardening households. Rainfall and runoff from irrigated landscapes can transport a variety of land-applied pesticides into streams, lake, and bays, hindering important beneficial uses of local waterways. Water quality monitoring data (collected during both dry

and wet weather seasons throughout the county) indicate that pesticides (especially diazinon) routinely exceed water quality standards in most of the San Diego region’s watersheds.  Increasing awareness and encouraging the adoption of one or more IPM practices through education and outreach is the foundation leading to the behavior change necessary to improve and sustain water quality by reducing pesticide loads into the region’s waterways.

	4. Project Goals:

	a. Short-term Goals: The short term goal of the San Diego Regional IPM Education and Outreach Project is to 
increase recognition and awareness of Integrated Pest Management and its principles within the 

residential community as the first step towards behavior change by incorporating IPM education and outreach and related

watershed principles into new and existing residential education and outreach programs within the San Diego region. The 

Project will accomplish three major educational objectives: (1) to develop IPM educational materials and implement a

regional residential campaign; (2) to implement a pilot point of purchase campaign in two watersheds; and (3) to conduct 

focused community-based IPM educational activities within the Chollas Creek watershed.

	 b. Long-term Goals: The long term goal of the San Diego Regional IPM Education and Outreach Project is to provide

a model program to widely disseminate information about IPM principles and practices and encourage their adoption by

residents, in this case within the San Diego Region, to improve and sustain water quality by reducing pesticide loads into

the region’s waterways.
