	3. Project Purpose – Problem: (problem being addressed) The Santa Margarita River is one of the largest rivers draining the southern California coastal plain.  Its watershed encompasses about 750 square miles in northern San Diego and western Riverside counties.  The river is formed by the joining of two large creeks: Temecula Creek, which drains the Palomar Mountains to the west and Murrieta Creek, which drains the Santa Ana Mountains to the north.  Numerous studies document the Santa Margarita River as the single largest, finest example of a riparian system and estuary in southern California.  This river and estuary have largely escaped typical development and channelization of its lower 27 square miles and as such it supports the largest populations of seven federal or state-listed endangered species.  The relatively intact functioning physical features of the river’s floodplain and estuary make this diversity of habitats and abundance of wildlife possible.  However, agriculture and, more recently, residential, commercial, and industrial development, have largely impacted the Santa Margarita River Watershed.  The watershed contains two 303(d) listed waters, a UWA Category I Watershed, and suffers from erosion, sedimentation, nutrient enrichment, flooding, an overdrawn aquifer, and other products of agriculture and urbanization. Despite these conditions, the watershed is the least disturbed along the southern California coast and the Santa Margarita River is the longest free flowing river in this region. However, more than 55 institutions or organizations and five cities have jurisdiction over the Santa Margarita River Watershed.  Over the years, these agencies, municipalities and organizations have made independent decisions on environmental, land-use and water quality issues.  Currently there is little effective communication between the decision-makers and those who are doing scientific research in the watershed.  There is a critical need for the development of tools for information management, public education, research management and habitat and corridor assessment.
