	3. Project Purpose – Problem: (problem being addressed) Runoff from urban and agricultural land uses in the Santa Maria

 Valley and Ramona community contributes pollutants/stressors to downstream waters and the Lake Hodges reservoir. 

	4. Project Goals:

	a. Short-term Goals: Conservation of the lands that buffer the Creek is a critical component of the project. Up to 397 acres 

will be acquired for preservation of sensitive  habitat lands in perpetuity. The Project will also  result in development of a Stream 

Restoration Plan, a Physical and Habitat Biological Monitoring and Management Plan, and a Water Quality Monitoring

 Program Plan.

	      b. Long-term Goals: The Project will reduce the transport of urban and agricultural pollutants, bacteria, and sediment to

downstream receiving waters by restoring, enhancing, and protecting the Santa Maria Creek corridor on The Nature 

Conservancy (TNC)/Cagney property and the creek channel on adjacent private properties (approximately 2 miles of Creek)

In addition, the project will monitor the re-establishment of native riparian and vernal pool plant communities, and responses

of these communities to modifications of the grazing regine and other habitat management actions.
