This project will help fill a key data gap by collaborating with other
 agencies to enhance the monitoring of existing BMPs for both dry weather and storm runoff.  

	3. Project Abstract (brief description of project): The project will be conducted in coordination with
 local agencies in Los Angeles and Orange counties that are conducting independent BMP implementations
 and enhance their monitoring programs to measure additional indicators that will document effectiveness 
for toxic constituents.
