Project Purpose – Problem Being Addressed:  This project and the final watershed plan will address two major water quality issues in the urban Sausal Creek watershed: the effect of impervious surfaces on the volume and timing of storm flows on creeks and non-point source contaminants. The problem addressed through this plan is regional in scope and transcends the Sausal Creek Watershed. Therefore, the planning and ensuing solutions will be used as a regional model and will include other creek groups and municipalities in the process through workshops and field sessions.

Short-term Goals:  This project provides the Friends of Sausal Creek (FOSC) with a science-based blueprint (Watershed Management Plan) that will help guide sustainable long-term restoration of the hydrological and biological functions of the Sausal Creek watershed. The watershed plan will also include a monitoring program as well as provide detailed analyses and quantification of the current watershed conditions, stormflows, channel erosion and other features. A GIS will be used to geo-reference all major data.

Long-term Goals:  The project includes several tasks that will help prioritize the restoration and conservation efforts taking place in Oakland’s Sausal Creek watershed under the direction of the Friends of Sausal Creek (FOSC). A prioritized outline of areas most critical to improvement of water quality, groundwater recharge, aquatic and terrestrial habitat and concept designs for model stormwater retention/detention will provide the building blocks to implementation projects in the Sausal Creek watershed. We expect that this work will also be incorporated into larger planning efforts by the City of Oakland.
