The creek runs in an artificially narrowed course, including some sections flowing through  

concrete ditches, parallel to a major arterial roadway called Crown Valley Parkway.    Sulphur Creek is the largest ributary to 

Aliso Creek, which is 303(d) listed for impairment due to elevated bacterial indicators, wet-weather toxicity, and phosphates.
