3. Project Purpose – Problem: (problem being addressed): The Truckee River is listed as “Impaired” for sediment under Section 303(d) of the federal Clean Water Act.  It is a Category I Priority Watershed.  Although the Truckee River is classified as a river at risk, there is little public knowledge of this condition.  The public is generally unaware of the effects of human caused disturbances in the watershed or of the positive steps that citizens, businesses and policy makers can take to reverse degradation and improve the condition of the river.  In addition, there is a lack of baseline and long-term bioassessment monitoring data for the watershed and associated improvement projects.


4. Project Goals:

a. Short-term Goals:

- Produce Truckee River Day over three successive years to implement restoration projects that reduce impairments caused by activities such as grazing, road construction, disturbed areas, past construction, recreational overuse and/or reduction of wetlands.  

- Enhance water quality monitoring throughout the watershed by utilizing a Citizen’s Water Quality Monitoring Program that will measure stream health using the California Stream Bioassessment Protocols.  The focus will include selected Truckee River Day restoration projects and other critical identified stream sites.

b. Long-term Goals: 
- Increase public and policy-maker knowledge, understanding and interest in taking action on issues affecting water 

quality through a variety of education programs.
