Project Purpose – Problem: The Project consists of developing a Watershed Management Plan (WMP), a stakeholder-driven comprehensive plan to restore ecological health and improve water management for beneficial uses in the Tujunga Wash Watershed. The WMP will focus upon water resources, water quality, land use (including forestland and urban uses), hydrology, habitat, sediment sources, and recreation. The WMP will be comprehensive in nature, use integrated problem solving, and incorporate adaptive management and feedback opportunities as monitoring and additional data becomes available. 

	4. Project Goals:

	a. Short-term Goals:. The WMP will increase environmental literacy through outreach and education; catalyze a network of neighborhood stewards to create and support a socially, environmentally and economically sustainable plan of action and empower the community to be directly engaged in the decision making process; improve coordination and integration among agencies; bring together key agencies and other stakeholders to plan the financing and implementation of large-scale watershed retrofitting; identify at least 20 specific neighborhood scale project sites for implementation; develop a plan for citizen monitoring; produce sound technical studies that enable evaluation of alternatives and advancement of the WMP; quantify the potential reduction in water supply demand from the Bay-Delta through capture and conservation of an annual average of up to 5,000 acre-feet of rainwater; and quantify the potential improvements in water quality and demonstrate the potential to eliminate pollutant loading from runoff to the Los Angeles River. 

	b. Long-term Goals: Long-term goals include a significant reduction of Bay-Delta drawdown, and a revitalized watershed with strategically located parks throughout underserved communities. The WMP will inspire the creation of systems and policies that will facilitate a regional implementation of similar efforts. When completed, the WMP will identify actions throughout the project area, guide agencies and stakeholders in implementation of the WMP, and recommend project implementation priorities. It will be integrated with the CALFED Watershed Program Principles and Desired Outcomes.
