Project description: The Project will help Phase | municipalities work toward compliance with the San
Francisco Bay Water Board Municipal Regional Stormwater Permit (National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System Phase | Permit), scheduled for adoption in October 2009 by installing trash capture
devices for use and evaluation by Bay Area municipalities such as American Canyon, Brentwood,
Calistoga, Napa, Clayton, Dublin, El Cerrito, Martinez, Moraga, Oakland, Oakley, Palo Alto, Pittsburg,
Pleasant Hill, Richmond, Saint Helena, San Jose, San Pablo, Walnut Creek, and Yountville. These trash
capture devices may include catch basin inserts; catch basin screens/trash excluders, end-of-pipe
screening devices, and in-line screening devices. Municipal staff will be trained, the public will be
educated, and monitoring will occur.
