The State Water Board proposes to revise Resolution No. 93‑62, Policy for Regulation of Discharges of Municipal Solid Waste (MSW), to conform to a new section of federal law (40 CFR §258.4). Upon approval by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, this change would allow Regional Water Quality Control Boards to grant temporary variances from certain federal MSW regulations for the purpose of developing and demonstrating advanced landfill operation methods, if certain conditions are met and as long as they are protective of water quality.
