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NONPOINT SOURCE POLLUTION RELATED REPORTS

PREPARED PURSUANT TO THE FEDERAL CLEAN WATER ACT

AND THE COASTAL ZONE ACT REAUTHORIZATION AMENDMENTS OF 1990
California Water Code Section 13369(b) requires that the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB), in consultation with the California Coastal Commission and other appropriate agencies, submit to the Legislature and make available to the public the following information on or before August 1st of each year:

(1) Copies of all SWRCB and Regional Water Quality Control Boards (RWQCBs) reports that contain nonpoint source pollution related information that were prepared in the previous fiscal year pursuant to the federal Clean Water Act (CWA) Sections 303, 305(b) and 319 and the federal Coastal Zone Act Reauthorization Amendments of 1990 (CZARA) Section 6217.

(2) A summary of information related to nonpoint source pollution that is set forth in those reports.

Seven reports were prepared and submitted to the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) in FY 1999-2000 as required under CWA Sections 303, 305(b), 319 and CZARA Section 6217.  The SWRCB is submitting those seven reports to the Legislature pursuant to Water Code §13369(b).  The following is a list of the reports and a brief summary of each report:
1. Annual Clean Water Act (CWA) Section 319(h) Funded (Grant Number C9999938-01-0) Nonpoint Source (NPS) Workplan Progress Report for State Fiscal Year (SFY) 1998-99 (submittal dated November 29, 1999).  This is a progress report for the CWA section 319(h) funded NPS Workplan for SFY 1998-99 which also includes staff projects funded under the SFY 1999-00 grant.

2. Semi-Annual Clean Water Act (CWA) Section 319(h) Funded (Grant Number C9989268-99-0) Nonpoint Source (NPS) Implementation Workplan Progress Report for State Fiscal Year (SFY) 1999-00.  This report outlines the progress of the original tasks proposed in the NPS Implementation Workplan funded by CWA section 319(h) for the period from July 1, 1999 through December 31, 1999.

3. Clean Water Act Section 319(h) Nonpoint Source Implementation Workplan SFY 2000-01).  The SFY 2000-01 Workplan was submitted to USEPA on May 1, 1999 for the NPS Program activities funded by CWA section 319(h).  USEPA approved this workplan and awarded the State $10.6 million on January 27, 2000 for the implementation of the workplan.

4. Plan for California’s Nonpoint Source Pollution Control Program.  This document was submitted to the USEPA  and National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration as required by the Coastal Zone Act Reauthorization Amendments of 1990 and the CWA section 319.  This document is the State’s plan for addressing nonpoint source pollution, commonly referred to as polluted runoff. 5. 1998 California Water Quality Assessment Report (WQA).  This report is a biennial compilation of water quality assessment information from the State’s nine RWQCBs.  The WQA serves the purpose of providing information to the public on the water quality condition of specific water bodies.

6. 2000 California 305(b) Report on Water Quality.
  This report is submitted biennially by the SWRCB to the USEPA pursuant to section 305(b) of the federal Clean Water Act (CWA).  It is a companion report to the above WQA Report and summarizes the information contained in it.  It also serves as the basis for the USEPA’s 1998 National Water Quality Inventory Report to Congress.

7. 1998 California 303(d) List and TMDL Priority Schedule
.  In compliance with section 303(d) of the federal CWA, the SWRCB has identified waters that do not meet applicable water quality standards with technology-based controls alone.  The 303(d) CWA section list includes those water bodies that are impaired by nonpoint sources of pollutants as well as point sources.  States are also required to establish a priority ranking of all of the impaired waters for purposes of developing total maximum daily loads (TMDLs).
