DISCUSSION
What is the 305(b) Assessment Report?

· Section 305(b) of the Clean Water Act requires states to assess and report on the condition of waters and their beneficial uses

· Required every two years, in April of even numbered years, as a submission to US EPA for biennial report to Congress

· Identifies what is known about state waters, and where information gaps exist

· Includes 303(d) List of Impaired Waters

What is the 303(d) List of Impaired Waters?

· Section 303(d) of Clean Water Act requires States to identify impaired waterbodies
·  “Impaired” means water quality objectives are not being met, or beneficial uses are not being supported.

· The List was last updated in October 2006

· The next update is to be completed by April 2008 

2008 - 303(d) List update schedule

· November 30, 2006: open public solicitation period

· February 28, 2007: public solicitation period closes 

· Summer 2007: Staff presents recommended List to Board and receives input

· Fall 2007: Regional Water Board hearing on recommended List
