Thank you for taking time to meet with me last week to review the files from the 1998 303(d) listings.  It appeared that the 1998 listing for the Pacific Ocean Shoreline site in Carlsbad was due to County signs posted at the beach for one or two sewage spills in the area (1 in '96 and 1 in '97).  I appreciate your willingness to draft the fact sheet on behalf of the Regional Board for delisting the Pacific Ocean Shoreline, Buena Vista Creek HA (calwater watershed 90421000) for bacteria.  Attached are the calculations consistent with the 2004 Water Quality Control Policy for California's Clean Water Act Section 303(d) List.
