In October of 1861 Thomas H. Thompson enlisted 
as a sergeant in the 52nd Illinois Infantry was prer 
ently promoted to quartemaster and in October, 1864, 
was mustered out as a captain. After the war he mar. 
ried and resumed engineering work with his brother, 
and later in association with Major L. H. Everts with 
whom he had served in the army. For several years 
county maps and atlases were published in Geneva, 
Illinois, by Thompson & Everts. 

After the great Chicago fire of 1871, Thompson in- 
terrupted his publishing to manufacture furniture in 
the burned-out city. In 1875 he moved to California 
and returned to publishing now in partnership with 
Albert A. West, whom he had known in Geneva, This 
association lasted for eight years and produced fourteen 
volumes. 

He was active in Republican politin and attended 
the Republican National Convention of 18&2. After his 
candidate, James G. Blaine, went down to defeat in 
the Yovember election, Thompson moved from Oak. 
land to Tulare in California's San Joaquin Valley, where 
he bought and managed a farm. Shortly afterwards he 
moved to town and dealt in land, loans and insurance. 
One of his slogans was "We Sell the Earth." Eventually 
he represented the California Savings & Loan Associa. 
tion and the San Francisco Savings Union in Tulare, 
where he was also commissioner of parks, 

In 1891 and 1892 he published two more atlaser 
alone. The next year he was commissioner of the Cali. 
fomia exhibit at the f orld's Columbian Exposition in 
Chicago. He came back to develop a citms subdivision 
near Hanford and the Thompson Colony near Tulare, 
whete he died in 1915. 

ALBERT AIjGUSTUS WEST 

Also a native of IUhois, Albert Augustus West was 
born in Blackberry Tounship on February 20,1&il. He 
studied law at the University of Michigan in 1861.62, 
hut left to help in his father's bank at Geneva, Illinois.
