Minor, Non-Substantive Corrections to the Language of the Basin Plan Amendment Adopted in Resolution No. 01-197, Amending the Water Quality Control Plan for the Colorado River Basin to Establish a Total Maximum Daily Load for Pathogens for the New River

The Regional Water Quality Control Board, Colorado River Basin Region (Regional Board) adopted Resolution 01-197 (Resolution) on October 10, 2001.  The Resolution adopted an Amendment to the Water Quality Control Plan for the Colorado River Basin (Basin Plan) adopted by the Regional Board on November 17, 1993 by establishing a Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) for pathogens for the New River.

The Resolution permits me, as the Regional Board’s Executive Officer, to make minor, non-substantive corrections to the language of the Basin Plan amendment if the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) or State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) determines during the approval process that the corrections are necessary for clarity or consistency.

The SWRCB has determined that the corrections set forth below are necessary for clarity and/or consistency.  Therefore, I hereby make the following minor, non-substantive corrections to the language of the Amendment:

a.

Section 1, page 7 of 12:  The title of the section is changed from “Summary” to “TMDL Elements.”  The sentence above the table, which read, “The following table summarizes the key elements of the TMDL, now a part of State Regulation as part of this Water Quality Control Plan,” is deleted.

Section 2.1, page 10 of 22:  The first bulleted sentence is amended to read:  “Implement and enforce Section 13267 of the California Water Code to ensure that all responsible parties dischargers subject to Regional Water Quality Control Board, Colorado River Basin Region, Order No. 01-800, NPDES No. CA0017001, General National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System Permit and General Waste Discharge Requirements for Confined Animal Feeding Operations (Order No. 01-800), submit, in a prompt and complete manner, the Engineered Waste Management Plan  Engineering Wastewater Management Plan required by Order No. 01-800.”

c.    Section 3.2, page 11 of 22:  The second sentence is amended to read:  “Monitoring activities for the New River Pathogen TMDL will be conducted by the Regional Board pursuant to a Regional Board Quality Assurance Project Plan for the New River (QAPP-NR).”

Attached is a copy of the corrected amendment.

As required by the Resolution, I will advise the Regional Board of these changes.
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
