CONSIDERATION OF A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE 

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR DESIGNEE TO NEGOTIATE, EXECUTE, AND AMEND A CONTRACT WITH THE SANTA ANA WATERSHED PROJECT AUTHORITY (SAWPA) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE YUCAIPA VALLEY WATER DISTRICT NON-POTABLE WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM PROJECT FROM THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WATERSHED PROGRAM (SCIWP) ESTABLISHED IN THE COSTA-MACHADO WATER ACT OF 2000 

(2000 BOND ACT)

DISCUSSION

The 2000 Bond Act contains the SCIWP (Water Code sections 79104.20 through 79104.34) which includes $235 million for the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) to allocate to SAWPA for certain types of projects in the Santa Ana River Watershed.

SAWPA has requested that the SWRCB approve funding in the amount of $6,000,000 for the Yucaipa Valley Water District Non-Potable Water Distribution System Project.  The project is described in the Attachment and is consistent with the goals and objectives of the SCIWP.

POLICY ISSUE

Should the SWRCB:

1. Authorize the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend a contract with SAWPA to fund the Yucaipa Valley Water District Non-Potable Water Distribution System Project for a total of $6,000,000 from SCIWP?

2. Require that water quality mitigation and monitoring measures identified in the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) process be included in the contract for the subject project?
FISCAL IMPACT
The total cost for the above project is $15,748,000.  SAWPA is requesting that $6,000,000 of these costs be funded from the SCIWP.  The following table is a summary of the funding made available for SCIWP from Fiscal Years (FYs) 2000-01 and 2001-02 State Budget Appropriations.

AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR DESIGNEE TO

NEGOTIATE, EXECUTE, AND AMEND A CONTRACT WITH THE 

SANTA ANA WATERSHED PROJECT AUTHORITY (SAWPA) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE YUCAIPA VALLEY WATER DISTRICT NON-POTABLE WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM PROJECT FROM THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WATERSHED PROGRAM (SCIWP) ESTABLISHED IN THE COSTA-MACHADO WATER ACT OF 2000 (2000 BOND ACT)

WHEREAS:

1. The 2000 Bond Act authorized $235 million in the SCIWP for the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) to allocate to SAWPA for projects to rehabilitate and improve the Santa Ana River Watershed.

2. SAWPA seeks $6,000,000 in SCIWP funding for the Yucaipa Valley Water District Non-Potable Water Distribution System Project pursuant to a management and administration contract with the SWRCB approved by the Department of General Services on February 8, 2001. 

3. This project is consistent with the SCIWP goals of basin water banking, contaminant and salt removal through reclamation and desalting, programs for water conservation and efficiency, and storm water capture and management, and are described in detail in the Attachment 1.

4. A Notice of Determination for the Mitigated Negative Declaration was filed by the Yucaipa Valley Water District with the County of Riverside and the County of San Bernardino (State Clearing House No. 2001111111) on February 7, 2002.  The Mitigation Measures were made a condition of lead agency approval as part of the California Environmental Quality Act process.

5. SWRCB concurs with the Mitigation Measures established per the Mitigation Monitoring Reporting Program (Attachment 2).

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

The SWRCB:

1. Authorizes the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend a contract with SAWPA to fund the Yucaipa Valley Water District Non-Potable Water Distribution System Project for a total of $6,000,000 from SCIWP.

2. Requires that water quality mitigation and monitoring measures identified in the CEQA process be included in the contract for the subject project.

Yucaipa Valley Water District Non-Potable Water Distribution System Project

Project Description

The objective of the proposed project is to supplement the local potable water supply by providing non-potable water in the most cost effective and efficient manner possible to water users within the Yucaipa Valley Water District (YVWD) service area that currently use potable water for irrigation purposes.  The proposed project would reduce the demand for potable water pumped from groundwater sources by up to 1,400 acre-feet per year.  This project will involve the substitution of non-potable water for high quality groundwater, thereby allowing YVWD to store, or bank, high quality groundwater for use during drought periods.  In addition, the project will allow YVWD to extract high-nitrate groundwater for agricultural and irrigation uses instead of leaving the contaminated water to remain in the groundwater basins.

The proposed project would help to achieve the following Southern California Integrated Watershed Program goals:  

· Programs for water conservation and efficiency, and storm water capture and management

· Groundwater banking/conjunctive use

· Contaminant and salt removal

The project will include construction of one of four reservoirs, one of three pumping stations, and approximately 32,520 linear feet of pipeline.  A 12-inch pipeline will branch from the 24-inch pipeline located within 5th Street at the intersection with Avenue E.  This 12-inch pipeline will extend approximately 2,630 feet west on Avenue E to the intersection of 7th Street, then turn north on 7th Street extending approximately 2,660 feet to Yucaipa Boulevard.  At Yucaipa Boulevard and 7th Street, the pipeline will extend 2,500 feet west to the intersection of Oak Glen Road and Yucaipa Boulevard.  At this point, the pipeline will connect to portions of the non-potable water distribution system constructed as part of the Chapman Heights Development.

In the northeastern portion of the project area, a 16-inch pipeline is proposed to extend 5,100 feet along Oak Glen Road to connect the G-1 reservoir located at 

Oak Glen Road and Snow View Court to an existing reservoir (Reservoir I-1) located in the vicinity of Casa Blanca Ranch.  In addition, an 8-inch pipeline will branch from a 16-inch pipeline, to be constructed as part of another previously approved project.  Located at the intersection of 2nd Street and Oak Glen Road the 8” pipeline will extend approximately 2,030 feet west along Oak Glen Road to provide non-potable water service to the Yucaipa Regional Park. 

California Environmental Quality Act

A Notice of Determination for the Mitigated Negative Declaration was filed by the YVWD with the County of Riverside and the County of San Bernardino (State Clearing House No. 2001111111) on February 7, 2002.  The Mitigation Measures established per the Mitigation Monitoring Reporting Program (attached) were made a condition of lead agency approval.

Resolution No. 04-2002 approved by the Board of Directors of the YVWD adopted the Mitigated Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring Program on February 6, 2002.  SWRCB staff has reviewed the water quality impacts of the project and concurs with the mitigation measures presented in the Mitigation Monitoring Reporting Program.

Funding Requirements

A total of $6,000,000 is requested for funding based on a total project cost of $15,748,000.
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
