The Board directed revisions to the draft order:  (1) page 2, line 5, first full paragraph “of Fish and Game as well as Duke Energy consultants, all under the leadership along with three”; and (2) page 7, top of page “from the discharge, the Executive Officer, after consultation with the Department of Fish and Game and other appropriate agencies, shall propose additional limitations to the Board that will assure protection of beneficial uses.
