EMERGENCY REGULATIONS 

2.  Consideration of Adoption of Emergency Regulations Revising Fee Schedules for Waste Discharge Requirements.
Dale Claypoole, Executive Office, presented the item.  Betsy Jennings, Office of Chief Counsel, recommended two additional revisions to the regulations.

The Board directed the following changes to the California Code of Regulations, Section 2200.  Annual Fee Schedules (2)(A) 4th sentence will read: “Flood control districts and school districts serving students between kindergarten and twelfth grade shall not pay an annual fee if the city or county within the jurisdiction pays an annual fee.  Footnote 4 will read:  For Fiscal Year 2002-2003 only, the fee shall be 50 percent of the fee described in this subsection.


Motion:  The Board unanimously approved the revised regulations.  Resolution 2002-0150
WATER QUALITY PETITIONS

3.  In the Matter of the Review on Own Motion of Waste Discharge Requirements Order No. 5-01-044, for Vacaville’s Easterly Wastewater Treatment Plant, Issued by the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Central Valley Region.  SWRCB/OCC File A-1375.  

Sheila Vassey, Office of Chief Counsel, presented the item to the Board.  

Paul Simmons, Kenneth Landau, Phil Wyels, Melissa Thorme and Peter McGaw addressed the Board.

The Board directed the following revisions to the draft order:

Pg. 14, 2nd paragraph, following footnote 42, “The fact that a downstream portion of the creek is channelized does not convert the stream into a constructed agricultural drain.”

Pg. 19, 1st paragraph, the first sentence was revised and a new second sentence, and footnote was added to read:  “The permit also includes interim effluent limitations for biochemical oxygen demand (BOD), which are technology-based, reflecting levels achievable through tertiary treatment.  These limits, together with the final DO limits, are expected to maintain recovering water DO levels of 7.0 mg/L. (
New Footnote 52 reads:  “Id. Finding 17.
