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The primary duty of the Colorado River Basin Regional Water Quality Control Board (Colorado
River Basin Water Board or Board) is to protect the quality of the waters within the region for all
beneficial uses. This duty is implemented by formulating and adopting water quality plans for
specific ground or surface water basins and by prescribing and enforcing requirements on all
domestic and industrial waste discharges. Specific responsibilities and procedures of the
Colorado River Basin Water Board and the State Water Resources Control Board are specified
in the Porter-Cologne Water Quality Control Act (commencing with Section 13000 of the
California Water Code) and implementing regulations in Titles 23 and 27 of the California Code
of Regulations.

The purpose of the Board public meeting is for the Board to obtain testimony and information
from concerned and affected parties and make decisions after considering the information
received. Persons who want to submit written comments or evidence on any agenda item must
comply with the Board’s Meeting Procedures. These procedures can be viewed at:

Persons wishing to speak at the meeting should complete a speaker request card and provide it
to staff. You may also wish to sign in on the attendance sheet that will be provided. Although
signing in is voluntary, we appreciate knowing who attended to help us evaluate the level of
public interest.

The Board and staff welcome information on pertinent problems, but comments at the meeting
should be brief and directed to specifics. Whenever possible, lengthy testimony should be
presented to the Board in writing and only a summary of pertinent points presented verbally.

During the public forum part of the meeting, any member of the public may address the Board
and ask questions relating to any matter within the Board’s jurisdiction. This need not be related
to any item on the agenda, and the presentation should normally be limited to three (3) minutes.
If the matter should appropriately be included within an item that is listed on the agenda, the
presentation to the Board should be made at the time that the particular item is taken up by the
Board.

It is the policy of the State and Regional Water Boards to discourage the introduction of surprise

testimony and exhibits. Therefore, pursuant to Title 23 of the California Code of Regulations

(hereafter Title 23), Section 648.4, the Board may refuse to admit into evidence written

testimony pertaining to agenda items if it is not submitted to the Board in a timely manner, and
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shall refuse to do so where there is a showing of prejudice to any party or the Board. This rule
may be modified where a party demonstrates that compliance would create severe hardship.

All items appearing under the “Uncontested Items” calendar will be acted upon by the Board in
one motion without discussion. Should any Board Member or other person request that any
item be considered separately, that item will be taken up at a time as determined by the Board
Chair.

Details concerning these agenda items are available for public reference during normal working
hours at the Board’s office. The staff will assist in answering questions. Agenda items are
numbered for identification purposes only and will not necessarily be considered in the order
indicated.

The facility is accessible to people with disabilities. Individuals requiring special
accommodations are requested to contact Hilda Vasquez at (760) 776-8950 at least five (5)
working days prior to the meeting. TTY users may contact the California Relay Service at 1-
800-735-2929 or voice line at 1-800-735-2922.

Persons applying for, or actively opposing, Waste Discharge Requirements or National Pollutant
Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permits being considered by the Board must comply
with legal requirements if they or their agents have contributed, or propose to contribute, more
than $250 to a Board member for an election campaign. Contact the Board office for details if
you believe that you fall into this category.

Any person adversely affected by a decision of the Board may petition the State Water
Resources Control Board to review the decision. The petition must be received by the State
Water Resources Control Board within thirty (30) days of the Board's meeting at which the
action was taken.
