Description of the proposed funding distribution:

The projected distribution is based on the priorities described in the Fund Expenditure
Policy and the availability of complimentary funding to fund solutions. This funding
scenario assumes that no funds, or only a limited amount of funds, will be used for
COVID-19 emergency response.

Interim Water Supplies and Emergencies:

e Subtotal=$35 million.

e To provide about 18,000 households with bottled water (at $75 /month/
household) for two years with approximately $2.5 million available to address
emergencies.

e “At-Risk” systems that would receive interim water supplies are those with source
water exceeding the State Water Board’s previously established hexavalent
chromium MCL of 10 parts per billion (ppb).

Technical Assistance:
e Subtotal=$24 million.
e To support accelerated planning efforts for systems out of compliance and to
support consolidations.



e This will focus on helping “At-risk” systems avoid going out of compliance and will
help state small water systems and domestic well owners that are in areas at
high risk of having contaminated aquifers.

Administrators:

e Subtotal= $5 million.

e Although the cost to fund Administrators is not yet known, the total of $15 million
could fund up to 30 Administrators for two years at an average cost of $250,000
per year.

e In addition to the $5 million from the SADW Fund, it's anticipated that about $10
million from the 2018 Budget will also be available.

Planning and Construction:
e Planning Subtotal= $5 million.
e Construction Subtotal= $20 million.
e Funding will focus on complimenting other funding sources that may have
limitations or funding caps.
e For “At-Risk” systems, this funding will focus on supporting consolidation efforts.

Direct Operations & Maintenance:
e Subtotal= $10 million.
e The focus will be on assisting larger systems that are subsuming smaller water
systems.
e Funds will be used for addressing any deferred maintenance or revenue shortfall
associated with consolidation of the subsumed smaller system.

Other Program Needs:
e Workforce Development and Training Subtotal= $3 million
o To provide communities with tools and training to address Technical,
Managerial, and Financial (TMF) capacity needs. The Workforce
Development and Training efforts will be in addition to ongoing efforts
through existing technical assistance agreements.
e Pilot Projects Subtotal= $2,200,000
o To help develop innovative or new approaches to determine best practices
and feasibility before wide-scale implementation — e.g.,
direct O&M support to address affordability issues; innovative point of use
(POU)/point of entry (POE) treatment technologies.

State Water Board Staff Costs:

e Subtotal=$12,800,000

e 71 staff positions to administer and implement SB 200.

o Staff will be hired through the following State Water Board organizations: Division
of Drinking Water (DDW), Division of Financial Assistance (DFA), Office of Public
Participation (OPP), Division of Water Quality (DWQ), the Division of
Administrative Services (DAS), the Office of Chief Counsel (OCC), the Division of
Information Technology (DIT), the Office of Legislative Affairs, and the Office of
Public Affairs (OPA).
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
