Dear Mr. Lyons: 

The Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board, Los Angeles Region (Regional Board), 
is the public agency with primary responsibility for the protection of ground and surface water 
quality for all beneficial uses of water within major portions of Los Angeles and Ventura 
Counties, including the facility mentioned above. 

Camino Center (Former Camino Dry Cleaners) (Site) is located at 16120-1 621 0 Crenshaw 
Boulevard in a mixed commercial and residential area of Gardena, California. The dry cleaning 
activities involved the use of solvents (primarily tetrachloroethene [PCE]). 

1 . .  

Environmental investigation at the Site began in 2011. To date, a total of 40 borings were 
advanced and sampled for soil, soil gas, and/or groundwater at depths ranging from 2 to 110 
feet below ground surface (bgs). 

During the fourth quarter 2015 groundwater monitoring event, up to 860 micrograms per liter 
(pg/L) of tetrachloroethene (PCE), 864 pg/L of trichloroethene (TCE), 2,720 pg/L of cis-1,2- 
dichloroethene (DCE), 612 pg/L of trans-1,2-DCE, and 24.0 pg/L of vinyl chloride were 
detected. 

Camino lnvestments LLC (hereinafter Discharger) is currently conducting remedial work at the 
Site under a Voluntary Oversight Agreement with the County of Los Angeles Fire Department 
(LACFD) Health Hazardous Materials Division (HHMD) Site Mitigation Unit (SMU). On February 
3, 2015, the Discharger submitted a Remedial Action Plan (RAP) to LACFD for review and 
approval. The LACFD approved the RAP in a letter dated July 14, 2015. 

On September 4, 2015, the Discharger submitted a Waste Discharge Requirements (WDRs) 
application to the Regional Board for injecting ELSTM (a lecithin microemulsion) substrate, KB- 
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ITM (a Dehalococcoides microbial inoculum), and potassium bicarbonate (a pH buffer) into 
groundwater to remediate chlorinated volatile organic compounds (CVOCs) at the Site. 

The substrate will be mixed with anoxic water to achieve an ELSTM solution strength of 
approximately 3.5% (by volume) and buffered with potassium bicarbonate (0.3% by mass). Up 
to 4,500 gallons of ELSTM solution, 1.3 gallons of KB-1 TM, and 500 gallons of anoxic water will 
be injected into groundwater from approximately 25 to 45 feet below ground surface (bgs). 
Injection flow rates and pressures are approximately 3 to 4 gallons per minute (gpm) with 
injection pressures between 40 to 300 pounds per square inch (psi). 

Regional Board staff has completed its review of your application for coverage under General 
WDRs for supplement addition to groundwater to enhance bioremediation at the Site. We have 
determined that the proposed discharge meets the conditions specified in Regional Board Order 
No. R4-2014-0187, "General Waste Discharge Requirements for In-situ Groundwater 
Remediation and Groundwater Re-injection," adopted by this Regional Board on September 1 1, 
2014. 

Enclosed are your General Waste Discharge Requirements consisting of Regional Board Order 
No. R4-2014-0187 (Series No. 043), and Monitoring and Reporting Program (MRP) No. CI-10180. 
Please note that the discharge limits in West Coast Groundwater Basin of the "Water Quality 
Control Plan - Los Angeles Region" (Basin Plan) [800 milligrams per liter (mglL) for total 
dissolved solids (TDS). 250 mglL for sulfate, 250 mglL for chloride, and 1.5 mglL for boron] are 
applicable to your discharge. 

The MRP requires you to implement the monitoring program on the effective date of coverage 
under this permit. When submitting monitoring or technical reports to the Regional Board per 
these requirements, please include a reference to "Com~liance File No. CI-10180" which will 
assure that the reports are directed to the appropriate file and staff. Also, please do not combine 
other reports with your monitoring reports. Submit each type of report as a separate document. 

The Discharger shall comply with the Electronic Submittal of Information (ESI) requirements by 
submitting all reports and correspondence required under the MRP, including groundwater 
monitoring data, discharge location data, and pdf monitoring reports to the State Water 
Resources Control Board GeoTracker database under Global ID WDR100026164.

You will pay the full annual fee if 
your request for termination is made after the beginning of the new fiscal year beginning July 1.

The California Regional Water Quality Control Board. Los Angeles Region (Regional Board) 
finds: 

I .  On January 24. 2007, pursuant to the Porter-Cologne Water Quality Control Act (Cal. 
Watcr Code $ $  I3000 et seq.). the Regio~wl Board adopted General Waste Discharge 
Requirements (General UrDRs) (Order No. R4-2007-0030) that regulated discharges of' 
waste associated with poundwatcr rcmcdiation at petrolcum hydrocirbon fuel, volatilc 
organic compound. andior hesavalent chromium impacted sites. Those General WDRs 
have been revised by Order No. R4-2005-0030 adopted on May 5, 2005, and by Order 
No. R4-2007-0019 adopted on March 1, 2007. Ordcr No. R4-2007-0019 authorized the 
use of R variety of materials for in-situ remediation purposcs, including oxidatiodarrobic 
depadation enhancement compounds, reducinglreductive degradation enhancement 
compounds. inorganics/nutrients. carbon sonrceslelectron donors, and tracer study 
compounds. 

2. Since then, additional materials for in-situ remediation have come into use at sites 
throughout the Los Angelcs Region to remediate wastcs at petroleum hydrocarbon fuel, 
volatilc organic compound, and inorganic contaminant impacted sites. This revision of 
the Gcncral W1)lis hy this Order No. R4-2014-0187 (Ordcr) is to authorize the use of 
additional niatcrials that have been erfectivcly uscd to rcmcdiate wastes in groundwater 
and soil. - 

2. Attachment A oS this Order includes a list of materinls that can he used for in-situ 
soillgro~mdwater rcmediation purposes. Ncwly atldetl or rcvisetl reniedial matcrials or 
amendments include chemical oxidants. chemical oxidant activators, aerobic 
biorernedi;~tion enhancement conlpounds. nnacrobic degradation enhancement 
compounds, reduction dcgradation enhonccmenr compounds. mctals 
prccipitationJstabilization conlpounds, surfactanrslco-soI\~etits, hioaugmen~ation 
organisms, traccr study compounds, and buntr solutions and pl-I adjusters. 

4. The CaliSornia %:ater Code (CWC), section 13260, subdi~is ion (a ) ( i )  requires that an!. 
person discharging wastes, or proposing to dischorgc wastcs other than into a community 
waste water collection system. which could aSfcct thc quality oS tlic watcrs of the State. 
shall file ;I Report o r  Waste Discharge with the Regional board. The Regional Board 
shall then prescribe requirements for thc discharge or prc~poscd discharge of wastes.

5 .  Section 13263, subdivision (i) of the CWC providcs that a Regional Board may prescribe 
general waste dischargc requirements for discharges produced by similar operations, 
involving similar typcs of wastes. and requiring similar treatmcnt standards. 

6. The dischargers regulated by this Order are more appropriately regulated by general 
\h'DRs than individual WDRs because the Regional Hoard regulates many sites using this 
type o f  process, thc cleanup of these type of sites is of high priority, the issuance ol' 
individual WDKs is time-consuming without providing additional beuelit, and the typcs 
of treatment used result in similar impacts that can reasonably be regulated with general 
WDRs. In addition, the adoption of gencral WDRs for in-situ groundwater 
remediation/cleanup or the extraction of polluted groundwater with above ground treatment 
and the return of treated groundwater to the same aquifer zone would: a) sitnplify the 
application process for dischargers, b) allow more efficient use of Regional Board staff 
time, c)  minimize the time needed for Rcgional Board approval of waste discharges by 
enabling the Executive Officer to notify the discharger of the applicability of the general 
WDRs, d) enhance the protection of surface water quality by eliminating the discharge of 
treated groundwater to surrace waters, e) preserve water resources by re-injection of treated 
groundwater into aquifers, and f )  provide a level of pmtection comparable to individual, 
site-specific WDRs. This Order does not preclude the adoption of individual WDRs 
where appropriate. 

7. Wastes, including petroleum hydrocarbon fuel, volatile organic compounds, and inorganic 
contaminants, are found in groundwater at various sites throughout the Los Angeles Region 
and cause or threaten to cause adverse impacts to existing and potential beneficial uses of 
the region's groundwater resources. Remediatiodcleanop oC groundwater at these sites 
includes the use and application of chemical, biological, and physical treatmcnt processes, 
such as chemical oxidation, chemical oxidant activation, aerobic bioremediation. anaerobic 
bioremediation, chemical reduction, metals precipitationlstabilization, surfactantslco- 
solvents, buffering a id  pH adjustment, or groundwater pump and treat technology with the 
return of treated gro~lndwater to the same aquifer zone in some cases. 

8 The application of such materials or aniendmcnts may result in the dischargc of waste 
and may cause unintended adverse impacts to groundwater quality. Any potential 
adverse waler quality impacts that may result will be localized, of short-lerm duration. 
and will not impact any ex~sting or prospect~ve beneficial uses of groundwater. 
Groundwater quality will be monitored before addition of any materials, during treatment, 
and after treatment is completed to verify no long-term adverse impact to water quahty. 

9 The in~plementation of in-situ rcrnediation may require a small-scale pilot testing 
program or demonstration study prior to the design and implementation of a hill-scalc 
remediation pro,ject. The discharges from pilot test programs or demonstration studies 
are also covcrcd under this Order. 

10. Tile K'a~er Q u o i i ~ j ~  (~ontro! Plan. .fir the Los Angcles Region. (hereafter Basin I'lan) 
designates beneficial uses, establishes water quality objectives. contains prohibit~ons. 
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contains implementation plans and policies ibr protecting waters of the basin. and 
incorporates by reference plans and policies adopted by the State Water Resourccs 
Control Board (Statc Water Hoard). Pursuant to section 13263(a) of the CWC. waste 
discharge requirements must implement thc Basin Plan. 

I I ,  The designated beneficial uses of underlying groundwater include: 

a. Municipal and domestic water supply (MLW); 
b. Agricultural water supply (AGR); 
c. Industrial service supply (IND); 
d. Industrial process supply (PRO); and 
c. Groundwater recharge. 

12. The Basin Plan establishes numerical and narrative water quality objectives (WQOs) for 
surface and groundwater within the basin, and recognizes that WQOs arc achieved 
primarily through the Regional Board's adoption of waste discharge requirements and 
enforcement orders. Where numerical WQOs are listed, these are limits necessary for the 
reasonable protection of beneficial uses of the water. Where co~npliance with narrative 
WQOs is rcquired, the Regional Board will, on a case-by-case basis, adopt numerical 
limits in orders, which will implement the narrative objectives to protect henefic~al uses 
of the waters of the State. Beneficial uses for individual hydrologic sub-areas arc specified 
in the Basm Plan. See Attachment B (Table 3-13 from the updated 2013 Basin Plan) for 
WQOs for selected constituents in regional groundwater. 

13. State Water Board Resolution No. 92-49 ("Policies and Procedures for Investigation and 
Cleanup and Abatement of Dischargers Under Water Code Section 13304")(Resolution No. 
92-49) requires the Regional Board to require actions for cleanup and abatement of 
discharges that cause or threaten to cause pollution or nuisance to conform to the provisions 
of State Water Board Resolution No. 68-16 (?Statement of Policy with Respect to 
Maintaining Nigh Quality of Waters in Califor~~ia~)(Resolution No. 68-16) md the Basin 
Plan. Pursuant to Resolution No. 92-49, the Regional Board shall ensure that dischargers 
are required to clean up and abate the effects of discharges in a manner that promotes 
attainment of either background water quality, or if backgoi~nd levels of water quality 
cannot be restored, the best water quality which is reasonable and which complies with the 
Basin Plan including applicable WQOs. 

14. Resolution No. 68-16 requires the. Regional Board in regulating discharges to maintain 
high quality waters of the State until it is demonstrated that any change in quality will be 
consistent with maximum benefit to the people of the Statc, will not unreasonably affect 
present and potential beneficial uses, and will not result in water quality less than that 
described in plans and policies (e.g., quality that exceeds WQOs). Tcmporal degradation 
of groundwater may occur at sites subject to this Order within the defined treatment zone 
duc to the use of amendments. The temporary degradation allowed by this Ordcr is 
consistent with Resolution No. 68-16 since (I) the purposc is to accelerate and cnhancc 
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rcmcdiation of groundwater pollution and such remediation will benefit the people of thc 
Stare; (2) the discharge facilitates a pro,jcct to evaluate tllc cffcctiveness o r  cleanup 
technology in accord with Resolution No. 92-40; (3) the degradation is limited in scopc 
and duration; (4) best practicable treatment and cclntrol. including adequate monitoring 
and hydraulic control to assure protection of water quality. arc required; and (5) the 
discharge will not cause WQOs to be exceeded hcyond thc treatnien? zone and it  is 
cspected that incrcascs in concentrations above WOOS causcd by the treatment will he 
rcduced over time. 

15. 'rlic discharges of wastcs, including pctrolcu~n hydrocarbon Tucl, volatile organic 
compounds, and inorganic contaminants (such as hcxavalent chromium), at niany sitcs 
within the i..os Angeles Region affects groundwater sources. Many of the groundwater 
zones contain general mineral content (total dissolved solids. chloride, sulfate, and boron? 
etc.) at concentrations that are considered to bc naturally occuning and not the result of 
pollution that may exceed Basin Plan WQOs for these constituents. Treated groundwater 
that exhibits gencral mineral content that is naturally occurrir~g and exceeds Basin Plan 
0b.jectives may be retunied to the same groundwater aquifers from which it is withdrawn. 
with concentrations not exceeding the original background concentrations for the site. Rc- 
injection of trrated groundwater containing materials or amendments authorized by this 
Ordcr and that may exhibit general mincral content exceeding thc original background 
concentrations may be returned to the same groundwater aquifer within thc treatment zone 
for thc purpose of remediating groundwater. if it does not exacerbate the existing 
groundwater pollution. 

16. Treated groundwatcr that is dischar~ed to surfscc waters is prohibited unless subject to a 
sepurate National Pollutant Discharge I:lirnination System (NPDES) Permit. 

17. This Ordcr is applicable to groundwater remccliution projects a1 petroleum hydrocarbon 
fuel. volatile organic compound, axid inorgsnic contaminant impacted sites. Persons 
subject to this Order 11iust pay an annual fee based on tile threat to water qualityand 
complexity of the discharge. The Executive Officer has dctcr~nined that this Order is 
intended to rcgulale groundwater discharges that hsvc a threat to water quality of Category 
3 and Comltlexity rating o f A  for a c o r n b i ~ ~ d  rating of3-A. 

18. Discharges with a rating o f  3-A contain wastes that could dcgradc water quality or cause a 
minor impairment ofdesig~ated benclicial uses within the application area of the receiving 
groundwater. Thc discharges covered hy these rcqtrirements arc rcquired to comply with a 
groundwater monitoring program as set forth in this Order. 

19. The requircmcnts contained in this Ordcr were estahlishcd hy considering, and are 
consistcnt with. the applicable water quality control plans. policies, and regulations. and 
cornpliancc with this Ordcr will protect ;tnd maintain the existing hcncficial uses o r  thc 
receiving ~~oundwate r .  

20. This Order does not rclicvc dischargers of any regulatory rcquircments from othel. 
govcrnnicntal agencies. 
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21. In accordance with the Governor's Esccutive Order requiring any proposed activity be 
reviewed to dcterniine whether sucli activity will cause additional energy usage, this 
Regional Boarcl has determined that implelnctltation of tliese General WDRs will not resuli 
in a change in energy usage exceeding what would be used il' sitc-specific IbDKs were 
issued for cleanup at the impacted sites. 

22. The Regional Board is the lead agency for this prqject pursuant to the California 
Environmental Quality Act (Public Resources Code seerion 2 1000 et seq.) and has 
conducted an Initial Study in accordance with section 15063 of the "State CEQA 
Guidelines" a1 California Code of liegulalions, title 14, section 15000 el seq. Based upon 
the Initial Study, the Rcgional i3oard prepared a Mitigated Negi~tive Declaration 
concluding that the project will not have a significant adversc effect on the environment 
and the Regional Board incorporates Ilesoiutinn No. R14-008 adopting the Mitigated 
Negative Declaration and approving the Environmental Checklist in this Order. The 
Mitigated Negative Declaration idenlifies environmental impacts that are less tllan 
sigtificant with mitigation measures regarding (1) Air Quality. ( 2 )  Geology and Soils, (3) 
I-Iydrology and Warm Quality, and (4) Transportation and Traffic. The h4itigated 
Negative Declnration identifies the mitigation measurcs and the actions to be taken to 
reduce the impacts to less than significant. The Dischargers are vequired by this Order to 
obtain and cnniply with applicable permits of other agencies. This Order includes a 
monitoring and repofling program to asstire protection of water quality. 

23. The discharges authorized in this Order are exempt from the requirements of 
Consolicicr~eci Reiyrtlnrions ,jbr Treutmenr, Srorc~ge, P~.ocessin,y, or  Dispo.ral of Solid 
M'aste, set forlh in the 'fitle 27. California Code of Regidations (CCK), section 20005 el 
sey, (hereafter Title 27), which allows a conditional exemption from some or all of thc 
provisions of Title 27. The exemption, pursuant to Title 27 CCR Section 20090(h), is 
based on the following: 

i. The Regional Water Board is issuing \vaste discharge requirements. 
ii. The discharge is in compliance with the applicahle Basin Plan. 

i i i .  The wastewater docs not nccd to be managed according to Title 37- CCP,, 
Division 4.5 and Chapter 1 1  as a hm~rdous waste. 

Section 20090(d) allows exemption for a project to clean up s contiitinn of pollution tliut 
resulted froin ;in unauthorized discharge of witstc based on the i'ollowiiig: 

iv. Tlic application of amendments to groundwater is at the direction of'the 
Regional Board to cleanup and ahate conditions of pollution or nuisance 
resulting from the unauthorized discharge of waste; 

I. Wastes removed fiom 111e immediate place of release must be discharged 
according to the Title 27 regi~lations; and 

vi. The elean~lp actions intended lo contain wasies at the place of'teleasc shall 
implement the Title 27 regulations to the extent iirasiblr. 
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24. Scction 13267(b) of the California Water Code provides that: 

"In conducting an invcstigation specified in subdivision (a), the Regional Board may 
require that any person who has dischargcd, discharges, or is suspected of having 
discharged or discharging, or who proposes to discharge within its region, or any citizen 
or domiciliary, or political agency or entity of this state who has discharged, discharges, 
or is suspected o f  having discharged or discharging, or who proposes to discharge waste 
outside of its region that could arfcct the quality of the waters of the state within its 
region shall furnish under penalty of perjury, technical or monitoring program reports 
which the Regional Board requires. The burden. including costs of these repons, shall 
bear a reasonable relationship to the need for the reports and the benefits to be obtained 
from the reports. In requiring these reports, the IZcgional Board shall provide the person 
with a written explanation with regard to the need for the reports, and shall identify the 
evidence that supports requiring that person to provide the reports." 

The technical reports required by this Order and the attached Monitoring and Rcponing 
Propam are necessary to assure compliance with this Order. The Discharger operates thc 
facility that discharges the waste subject to this Order. 

25. The Regional Board has notified interested agencies and persons of its intent to prescribe 
General WDRs for the discharges covered under these General WDRs, and has provided 
them with an opportunity to submit written comments and provide oral testimony at a 
public hearing. 

26. The Regional Board, in a public mccting, hcard and considered all comments pertaining 
to the tentative General WDKs. 

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT dischargers authorized under this Order shall meet the 
provisions contained in Division 7 of the California Water Code, and regulations adopted here 
under, by complying with the following: 

1. A discharger may scck coveragc ~lndcr this Order for: 

a. Existing and future discharges to soil and groundwater of remediation 
co~npounds for the purpose of the cleanup of wastes at petroleum 
hydrocarbon fuel, volatile organic compound, andlor inorganic contaminant 
impacted sites and similar discharges in pilot studies or I'ull-scale 
applications. 

b. Re-injection, percolation or infiltration of trcated groundwater from a pump 
and treat remediation system(s). Treated groundwater may be used for 
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irrigation and/or dust cotltrol provided thal tlic treated groundwater meets 
the applicable discharge limits for recycling and reuse. 

2. To be covered under this Ordcr, a discharge must meet the following criteria: 
a. The Executive Officer must find, based on the Report ol' Wastc Discharge 

submitted pursuant to Provision C, that the grot~ndwater discharges for 
which coverage under this Order are sought have a threat to water qualit) of 
Category 3 and Complexity rating of A for a combined rating of 3-A, using 
the rating criteria noted on the Regional Board website. 

b. The discharger must have an approved Remedial Action Plan (RAP). The 
discharger shall submit a copy of the approved RAP including any 
conditions of implementation with the Report of Waste Discharge for 
application of the General \h7DRs. At a minimum, the RAP shall comply 
with any requirements of a cleanup and abatement order issued by the 
Regional Board and include the follo~ving site-specific infoinlation: 

'I'ne background water quality of the aquifer of the grou~idwater 
remediation site(s) including constituents of concern , total dissolved 
solids, sulfates, chlorides, nitrogen (Nf4, NO,, NOz), chemical 
oxygen demand, biochelnical oxygen demand, phosphorus. pH, 
dissolved metals, nutrients, dissolved oxygen, dissolved carbon 
dioxide, methane, temperature, iron, and oxidation-reduction 
potential; 
Information on any potelltin1 aclverse impacts to groundwater quality, 
and whether the impacts will be locali7.d and short-term; 
The results of any pilot testing performcd for the treatment 
technology used; 
Site-specific geology (lithology and physical parameters) and 
hydrogeologic parameters, hydrologic report; 
Infiltration rate; 
Characterization and cxtcnt or  the wastes, including petroleum 
hydrocarbon fuel, volatile organic compounds, and inorganic 
contaminants; 
Description of the treatment system(s); 
Adequate groundwater monitoring network with historical 
groundwater monitoring report; 
Description of the aerial extent of the application area and 
identification of monitoring wells to he uscd to determine water 
quality upgradient, within the application area, downgradient from 
the application area and identify the compliance point; 
Material Safety Data Shcct (MSDS) information and other product 
technical information for any materials to be used for cleanup; 
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Application rate(s), material t)'pe(s) and applicd concentrations; 
Evaluation of loading rates for nivogen compouiids. total dissolved 
solids. sulfate, and chloride compounds; and 
Geo'l'rackcr database update whenever applicable. 

c. This Order authorizes the materials listcd in Attachrncnt A to bc uscd for 
in-situ rcmediation purposes. The inatcrials listed in Anachment A do not 
represent all chemicals that might be uscd in rcmediation. rather they mccr 
all criteria specified in scction 3 below. Any by-product or impurity of 
any product containing compounds listed in Atvachmcnt A is not 
authorized by this Order and such materials shall not bc used for.injcction 
undcr this Order. Coinpounds listed under one category can also hc used 
under another category. 

3. The Executive Officer is delegated the authority to revise and update thc list 
periodically to add materials that meet thc following criteria: 

a. Effective to remediate targcted constituents; 
h. Minimum degradation of water quality (including toxicity and by-product 

evaluation) that will not cause or contribute to exceedancc of WQOs: 
c. Protective of human health and safety (including prohihilion of 

humantanimal pathogens): 
d. Availability on the market for a minimum of three years. 

4. The monitoring program shall be sufficient to identify changes in gcochemistn that 
may alter thc potential occurrence oftransSercnce ofclromium (111) into chromium 
(VI), or  vice vcrsa, during thc oxidation or reduction proccss in the in-situ 
remediation under thcse WDRs 

5 .  For the purpose of replacement of existing individual U'DRs with coverage undcr this 
Order, rencwnl is effectivc upoti issuance of a notification of coverage by thc 
Executive Oflicer and issuailcc of a new monitoring and reporting program. 

6 .  When individual WDRs with more specific rerluirerncnts arc issuetl to a discharger. 
the applicability of this Ordcr lo that dischargcr is automatically terminated on the 
effectivc datc of the individual 1'I)Rs. 

R. ALITHORIZATION 

1'0 be authorized to discharge undcr this Order. thc discharger must suhrnit a Rcport of 
U'astc Discharge in accordance with the requirements of Part C orthis Ordcr. Upon rcceipt 
of tlic Report of Waste Discharge, thc i<xecutive OlXccr shall determine the completeness 
of'the Report of Waste Discharge and the applicability of this Order to such a discharge. H' 
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the discharge is eligible, the Executivc Officer shall notify the d~schargcr that the discharge 
is authorized undcr the terms and conditions of this Order and prescribe an appropryate 
monitoring and reporting program. For new discharges, the dischargc shall not comniencc 
until receipt of the Executivc Officer's written determination that the discharge is cl~giblc to 
be covered by this Order and has issued a sitc-specific monitoring and reporting program. 

C.  REPORT OF WASTE DISCHARGE 

I .  Deadline for Submission 

a. New dischargers sccking coverage under this Ordcr shall file a complete 
Report of Waste Discharge that includes all infomiation identified in Items 
A.l and A.2 above at least 90 days before planned commencement of any 
discharge. 

h. Existing dischargers covered under individt~al WDRs may seek coverage 
under this Order by submitting a Report of Waste Discharge that includes 
all information identified in Items A. 1 and A.2. Coverage under this. Ordcr 
will not occur until the discharger receives notification from the Executive 
Oflicer. 

2. Forms for Report of Waste Discharge 

a. Dischargers shall use the appropriate forms (Standard Form 200) or 
equivalent forms approved by the State Water Resources Control Board or 
the Executive Orficcr of the 1,os Angcles Regional Hoard. 

b. The discharger, upon request, shall submit any additional information that 
the Executive Officer deems necessary to determine whether the d~scharge 
mccts thc criter~a for coverage under this Order, andlor in prcscribing an 
appropriate monitoring and reporting program. 

c. The Report of Waste Discharge shall be accompanicd by the first annual fee 
(if appropriate) in accordancc with the current versloii of California Code of 
Regulation. Title 23, Division 7, Chapter 9, Waste Discharge Ileport and 
Requircnients Article 1 fees for a discharge. The check or money order 
shall he made payable to the "State Water Resources Control Board" and 
submitted to the Regional Water Quality Control Board - Los Angeles 
Region. 

I). DISCHARGE PROHIBITIONS 

1 .  The dischargc of wastes. amendments, or other materials other than those which 
mect eligibility requirements in Pan A of this Order and listed in Attachment A, is 
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prohibited unless the discharger obtains coverage under another general WDR or an 
individual site-specific WDR that regulates llie discharge of such wastes. 

2. 
. . ]lie discliarge of any radiological, chemical, or biological warfare age111 or high 
level radiological waste is prohibited. 

3.  Crcation of a pollution, contamination, or nuisance, as defined by section 1.3050 of 
the CWC. is prohibited. 

4. The surfacing or overflow of wastes from the treatment system at any time and at 
any location is prohibited. 

5 .  The disposal of wastes in geologically unstable areas or so as to cause earth 
movement is prohibited. 

6 .  The discharge of amendments or wastes to surface water or surface water 
drainage courses is prohihited. 

7. The discharge of amendments or wastes to land or groundwatcr in areas other 
than that proposed for remediation is prohibited. 

8. The discharge of wastes or amendments to property that is  not under the control 
of the Discharger is prohihited. The "area under the control" of the Discharger is 
defined to be at the bordcrs of the treatment zone at areas owned by the 
Discharger andlor where the Discharger holds an agrcemcnt for pu~poscs of 
investigation and remediation. 

9. The migration of any by-products produccd as part of the treatment process 
beyond the boundaries of the property owned or controlled by the discharger as 
defined above in Item 8 of Section D or to surface waters is prohibited. 

IC. DISCI-IARGE LIMITATIONS 

I .  The discharge of wastes shall not cause the pH of the receiving groundwater at thc 
compliance point. downgradient outside the application area, to he outside the range 
of 6.5 and 8.5. 

2.  The discharge of wastcs shall not cause the mineral constituents of the receiving 
groundwater at the compliance point, downgradient outside the application area. to 
he in excess of applicable limits given in Attachment H. In thc letter of 
detenllination, the Executive Officer shall indicate the goundwatcr liniitations in 
Attachment B applicable to thc parliculiu discharge, and identify the compliance 
point(s) for the site.

incorporatcd by refercncc into the Basin Plan: Table 6443 I-A of section 6443 1 
(inorganic chemicals, including fluoride), Table 64444-A of scction 64444 (organic 
chemicals), and Table 64442 of section 64442 and Table 64443 of section 64443 
(radioactivity). This incorporation by reference is prospective including f i ~ t ~ ~ r c  
changes to the incorporated provisions as the changes take crrect. 

4. 'Trcatcd groundwater recycled and/or reused for irrigation or dust control shall meet 
the Title 22 Recycle Water Requirenient for coliform not to exceed 2.2. most 
probable numbers pcr I00 milliliters (MPN/lOOml). Wastewater discharged to 
groundwater basintsubbasin shall meet the Basin Plan objcctive of 1.1 MPN1100 
ml. 

5. Wastc discharged shall not contair~ salts, heavy metals, or organic constituents at 
levels that would cause receiving groundwater at the compliance point, 
downgradient outside the application area to exceed the WQOs for poundwater or 
groundwater that may be in hydraulic connection with surface waters designated for 
marine aquatic life or body contact recreation. 

6. Waste discharged shall not cause the groundwater to contain concentrations of 
chc~nical substances or its by-products in amounts that adversely aM'ccl any 
designated benehcial usc, outside the application arca or treatment zone at the 
compliance point(s). 

7. Waste discharged shall not cause the groundwater to contain residual taste or odor 
in concentrations that cause nuisance or adversely affect beneficial uses, outside the 
application area or treatment zone at the compliance point(s). 

8. Waste discharged shall not cause the groundwater to contain nitrogen as nitratc- 
nitrogen plus nitrite-nitrogen (NO,-N+N02-N) that exceeds the background 
concentrations in groundwater basins, or the Basin Plan's groundwater quality 
objectives of 45 mglL as Kitrate (NO3), or 10 m g L  asnitrate-nitrogen (NO,-N), or 
1 mdL as nitrite-nitrogen (N02-N)> whichever is lower, outside the application area 
or treatment zonc at the compliance point(s). In a situation where the groundwater 
may interact with surface water or other aquifers, other relevan1 regulatory 
standards may also apply, aid then the most protective criteria shall prevail. 
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I. The Executi\,c Officer may require any discharger authorized under this Order to 
apply for and obtain individual WDRs wit11 specific requiremcnrs. Thc Executive 
Officer may requirc in wri~itig that any discharger rtuthorized to discharge under 
this Order to apply for individual WDlis by subn~itting a report of wvas~e d~scharge. 

2. This Ordcr incorporates the attached "Slandard Provisions Applicable to Wastc 
Discharge 'IZequircmenls" (Attachment C). If tlicrc is any conflict bctwecn 
provisions stated herein before and the attachcd "Standard Provisions." those 
provisions stated herein shall prevail. 

3. Adequate facilities shall be provided lo divert surface and storm water away from 
the application area andlor treatment system rind arcas wherc any wastes are 
stored. 

4, The application of materials or the re-injection or reuse of treated groundwater 
shall only be at a site owncd or controllcd as defined ahovc in Item 8 of Scction D 
by the discharger. 

5 .  IZe-injection or rcuse of treated groundwater shall be limited to the same aquifer 
whcre the impacted groundwater was withdr;lun from for treatment. Re-injection 
of trcated groundwater to which materials or nrnendtnents have been added shall 
he limited to the same aquifer and within the treatment zone. 

6. All technical reports required hereiti that involvc planning, investigation, 
evaluation, or design or other work requiring ititerprctation or proper application 
of engineering or geologic sciences, shall be prepared by, or under the direction 
of, persons registered to practice in California pursuant to Calilbrnia Business and 
Professions Code, sections 6735, 7835 and 7835.1. To demonstrate compliance 
with Title 16, CCR, Sections 415 and 3065, all technical reports must contain a 
statement of the qualifications ol' ~ h c  responsihlc rcgiskerrcl professional(s). A s  
required by these laws, completed tcchnical reports must bear the signaturc(s) and 
scal(s) of the registered professional(sj in a manner such that all work can be 
clearly attributed to the professional responsible for the work. 

7. The discharge of wastes to or infiltratior~ to a surfacc water ol'thc State and United 
States must be covered by a separate NI'DES permit. 

S.  .l'lie Discharger may bc required lo subtnil technical reports pursuant to California 
Water Codc Scction 13267 as directed by the Esccutive Ofiicer. Thc technical 
reports rcquired by this Order arc necessary to assurc compliance with this Order. 
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9. This Order does not alleviate the responsibility of'the discharger to obtain other 
applicable local! state, and federal permits to construct facilities rlccessary for 
compliance with this Order; nor does this Order prevent irnposition of additional 
standards, requirements, or conditions by any other regulatory agency. 
Additionally, the discharger shall notify the Native American Heritage 
Commission of any plans to disturb the soil in order to comply with California 
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) guidelines as set forth in Section 
15064.5(b)(c). Furthermore the discharger is required to provide local 
information prior to excavation to the California FIistorical Resources Information 
System (CHRIS). This will serve as {.heir due diligence record search to provide 
proximity to Native American historical and archeological rcsourccs. The 
discharger shall also be required to adhere to California Flcalth and Safety Code 
Section 7050.5, Public Resources Codc Section 5097.98, CEQA Section 
15064.5(<1) and Section 15064.5 (f) to ensure that mitigation plan provisions are 
i.n-place to identify, evaluate and consult with your commission about the 
discovery and disposition of any recovered human remains or artifacts, should the 
occasion arise, during the remediation process overseen by this agency. 

10. The discharger shnll not~fy Regional Board staff by telephonc wtth~n 24 hours, 
followed by written notificat~on within one week, in the event it is unable to 
comply with any of the condit~ons of tbis Order due to: 

a. Breakdown of waste treatment equipment. 
b. Accident caused by human error or neghgence, 
c. Other causes such as acts of nature, or 
d. Site construction or developmcnt operat~ons. 

11. Any discharger authorized under this Order may request to be excluded from 
coverage of tbis Order by applying for individual WDRs. 

12. In accordance with section 13263(c) of the California Water Code, these 
requirements are subject to periodic review and revision by the Regional Board. 

13. In accordance with Water Code section 13263(g), these requirements do not crcate 
a vested right to continue to discharge and are subject to rescission or modification. 
All discharges of wastc into waters of the stille are privileges, not rights. 

14. The discharger shall develop a contingency plan and maintain it on site. The 
contingency plan shall detail appropriate actions to be taken in order to protect 
human health and the environment in  case of any spill or failure related to the 
operation or mis-operation of thc treatment system.

inclucling the date, cxact place. and timc of sampling or measurcmcnt; individual(s) 
who did thc sampling or mcasurclncnt; t l~c  date(s) anrrlyses wcre done: annl~~sts' 
names: and analytical techniques or methods used. 

5. All sampling, sample preservation, and analyses must be conduc1ed accordtng to 
test procedures under title 30 Code of Federal Regulat~ons, sect~on 136, unless 
other test procedures have bcen specified in t h ~ s  Ordcr or by the Executivc Officer. 

6. All cheniicnl, bacteriological, and hioarsay analyses shall bc coiiductcd at a 
laboraton) certified for such ar~alyses by ihe Calilbrnia Environmental Laboratory 
Accreditmion Program (ELAI') or othcr state agcncy authorizcd to undertake such 
certification. 

7. 'fhe discharger shall calibrate and maintain all monitoring insrn~ments and 
equipment to ensure accuracy ofnicasuren~ents. or shall ensurc that both activittcs 
will he conducted. 

8. 111 reporting the monitoring data, the discharger shall arrangc the data in tabular 
form so that the date, constituents, and concentrations are readily discernible. 'l'lic 
data shall be swnmarized to demonstrate compliance with waste discharge 
requirements. Laboraton) nn:ilytical data from any soil testing anndior groundwatcr 
monitoring shall be reported it)  Electronic Deliverable Fonnat in accordance with 
Calilbrnia Water Code section 13 105 ct. seq. rcquircments, iSapplicable. 

9. For cvery item where thc requirements arc not met, thc dischnrgcr shall suhniit a

1. DUTY TO COMPLY 

The discharger must comply with all conditions of these waste discharge requirements. 
A responsible party has been designated in the Order for this project, and is legally 
bound to maintain the monitoring program and permit. Violations may result in 
enforcement actions, including Regional Board orders or court orders requiring 
corrective action or imposing civil monetary liability, or in modification or revocation of 
these waste discharge requirements by the Regional Board. [CWC Section 13261, 
13263, 13265, 13268, 13300, 13301.13304, 13340.

2. GENERAL PROHIBITION 

Neither the treatment nor the discharge of waste shall create a pollution, contamination or 
nuisance, as defined by Section 13050 of the California Water Code (CWC). [H&SC

3. AVAILABILITY 

A copy of these waste discharge requirements shall be maintained at the discharge 
facility and be available at all times to operating personnel. [CWC Section 132631 

4. CHANGE IN OWNERSHIP 

The discharger must notify the Executive Officer, in writing at least 30 days in advance 
of any proposed transfer of this Order's responsibility and coverage to a new discharger 
containing a specific date for the transfer of this Order's responsibility and coverage 
between the current discharger and the new discharger. This agreement shall include 
an acknowledgement that the existing discharger is liable for violations up to the transfer 
date and that the new discharger is liable from the transfer date on.

5. CHANGE IN DISCHARGE 

In the event of a material change in the character, location, or volume of a discharge, the 
discharger shall file with this Regional Board a new Report of Waste Discharge.

(c) Significant change in the disposal area, e.g., moving the discharge to another 
drainage area, to a different water body, or to a disposal area significantly 
removed from the original area potentially causing different water quality or 
nuisance problems.

(e) lncrease in the area or depth to be used for solid waste disposal beyond that 
specified in the waste discharge requirements. [CCR Title 23 Section 22101 

6. REVISION 

These waste discharge requirements are subject to review and revision by the Regtonal 
Board [CCR Sectlon 132631 

7. TERMINATION 

Where the discharger becomes aware that it failed to submit any relevant facts in a 
Report of Waste Discharge or submitted incorrect information in a Report of Waste 
Discharge or in any report to the Regional Board, it shall promptly submlt such facts or 
information. [CWC Sections 13260 and 132671 

8. VESTED RIGHTS 

This Order does not convey any property rights of any sort or any exclusive privileges. 
The requirements prescribed herein do not authorize the commission of any act causing 
injury to persons or property, do not protect the discharger from his liability under 
Federal, State or local laws, nor do they create a vested right for the discharger to 
continue the waste discharge. [CWC Section 13263(g)] 

Provisions of these waste discharge requirements are severable. If any provisrons of 
these requirements are found invalid, the remainder of the requirements shall not be 
affected.

of the State, shall, as soon as (a) that person has knowledge of the discharge, (b) 
notification is possible, and (c) notification can be provided without substantially 
impeding cleanup or other emergency measures, immediately notify the Office of 
Emergency Services of the discharge in accordance with the spill reporting provision of 
the State toxic disaster contingency plan adopted pursuant to Article 3.7 (commencing 
with Section 8574.7) of Chapter 7 of Division 1 of Title 2 of the Government Code, and 
immediately notify the State Board or the appropriate Regional Board of the discharge. 
This provision does not require reporting of any discharge of less than a reportable 
quantity as provided for under subdivisions (f) and (g) of Section 13271 of the Water 
Code unless the discharger is in violation of a prohibition in the applicable Water Quality 
Control plan. [CWC Section 1327(a)] 

12. PETROLEUM RELEASES 

Except for a discharge which is in compliance with these waste discharge requirements, 
any person who without regard to intent or negligence, causes or permits any oil or 
petroleum product to be discharged in or on any waters of the State, or discharged or 
deposited where it is, or probably will be, discharged in or on any waters of the State, 
shall, as soon as (a) such person has knowledge of the discharge, (b) notification is 
possible, and (c) notification can be provided without substantially impeding cleanup or 
other emergency measures, irnmediately notify the Office of Emergency Services of the 
discharge in accordance with the spill reporting provision of the State oil spill 
contingency plan adopted pursuant to Article 3.5 (commencing with Section 8574.1) of 
Chapter 7 of Division 1 of Title 2 of the Government Code. This provision does not 
require reporting of any discharge of less than 42 gallons unless the discharge is also 
required to be reported pursuant to Section 311 of the Clean Water Act or the discharge 
is in violation of a prohibition in the applicable Water Quality Control Plan. [CWC 
Section 132721

The discharger shall furnish, under penalty of perjury, technical monitoring program 
reports: such reports shall be submitted in accordance with specifications prepared by 
the Executive Officer, which specifications are subject to periodic revisions as may be 
warranted. [CWC Section 132671 

All monitoring instruments and devices used by the discharger to fulfill the prescribed 
monitoring program shall be properly maintained and calibrated as necessary to ensure 
their continued accuracy. All flow measurement devices shall be calibrated at least once 
per year, or more frequently, to ensure continued accuracy of the devices. Annually, the 
discharger shall submit to the Executive Office a written statement, signed by a 
registered professional engineer, certifying that all flow measurement devices have been 
calibrated and will reliably achieve the accuracy required. 

Unless otherwise permitted by the Regional Board Executive officer, all analyses shall 
be conducted at a laboratory certified for such analyses by the State Department of 
Health Services. The Regional Board Executive Officer may allow use of an uncertified 
laboratory under exceptional circumstances, such as when the closest laboratory to the 
monitoring location is outside the State boundaries and therefore not subject to 
certification. All analyses shall be required to be conducted in accordance with the latest 
edition of "Guidelines Establishing Test Procedures for Analysis of Pollutants" [40CFR 
Part 1361 promulgated by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency. [CCR Title 23, 
Section 22301 
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15. TREATMENT FAILURE 

In an enforcement action, it shall not be a defense for the discharger that it would have 
been necessary to halt or to reduce the permitted activity in order to maintain 
compliance with this Order. Upon reduction, loss, or failure of the treatment facility, the 
discharger shall, to the extent necessary to maintain compliance with this Order, control 
production or all discharges, or both, until the facility is restored or an alternative method 
of treatment is provided. This provision applies, for example, when the primary source 
of power of the treatment facility fails, is reduced, or is lost. [CWC Section 13263(f)] 

16. DISCHARGE TO NAVIGABLE WATERS 

Any person discharging or proposing to discharge to navigable waters from a point 
source (except for discharge of dredged or fill material subject to Section 404 of the 
Clean Water Act and discharge subject to a general NPDES permit) must file an NPDES 
permit application with the Regional Board.

The written submission shall contain a 
description of the noncompliance and its cause; the period of noncompliance, including 
exact dates and times, and if the noncompliance has not been corrected; the anticipated 
time it is expected to continue and steps taken or planned to reduce, eliminate, and 
prevent recurrence of the noncompliance. The Executive officer, or an authorized 
representative, may waive the written report on a case-by-case basis if the oral report 
has been received within 24 hours. The following occurrence(s) must be reported to the 
Executive Office within 24 hours: 

(a) Any bypass from any portion of the treatment facility 

(b) Any discharge of treated or untreated wastewater resulting from sewer line 
breaks, obstruction, surcharge or any other circumstances. 

(c) Any treatment plant upset which causes the effluent limitation of this Order to be 
exceeded. [CWC Sections 13263 and 132671 

18. MAINTENANCE OF RECORDS 

The discharger shall retain records of all monitoring information including all calibration 
and maintenance records, all original strip chart recordings for continuous monitoring 
instrumentation, copies off all reports required by this Order, and record of all data used 
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to complete the application for this Order. Records shall be maintained for a minimum of 
three years from the date of the sample, measurement, report, or application. This 
period may be extended during the course of any unresolved litigation regarding this 
discharge or when requested by the Regional Board Executive Officer. 

Records of monitoring information shall include: 

(a) The date, exact place, and time of sampling or measurement; 

(b) The individual(s) who performed the sampling or measurement; 

(c) The date@) analyses were performed: 

(d) The individual(s) who performed the analyses; 

(e) The analytical techniques or method used; and 

(f) The results of such analyses 

19. (a) All application reports or information to be submitted to the Executive Office shall 
be signed and certified as follows: 

(1) For a corporation - by a principal executive officer or at least the level of 
vice president. 

(2) For a partnership or sole proprietorship - by a general partner or the 
proprietor, respectively. 

(3) For a municipality, state, federal, or other public agency - by either a 
principal executive officer or ranking elected off~cial. 

(b) A duly authorized representative of a person designated in paragraph (a) of this 
provision may sign documents if: 

(1) The authorization is made in writing by a person described in paragraph

and 

(3) The written authorization is submitted to the Executive Officer. 

Any person signing a document under this Section shall make the following 
certification:

20. OPERATOR CERTIFICATION 

Supervisors and operators of municipal wastewater treatment plants and privately 
owned facilities regulated by the PUC, used in the treatment or reclamation of sewage 
and industrial waste shall possess a certificate of appropriate grade in accordance with 
Title 23. California Code of Regulations Section 3680. State Boards may accept 
experience in lieu of qualification training. In lieu of a properly certified wastewater 
treatment plant operator, the State Board may approve use of a water treatment plant 
operator of appropriate grade certified by the State Department of Health Services 
where reclamation is involved. 

Each plant shall be operated and maintained In accordance with the operation and 
maintenance manual prepared by the municipal~ty through the Clean Water Grant 
Program [CWC Title 23. Section 2233(d)] 

ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS APPLICABLE TO 
PUBLICLY OWNED TREATMENT WORKS' ADEQUATE CAPACITY 

21. Whenever a publicly owned wastewater treatment plant will reach capacity within four 
years the discharger shall notify the Regional Board. A copy of such notification shall be 
sent to appropriate local elected officials, local permitting agencies and the press. The 
discharger must demonstrate that adequate steps are being taken to address the 
capacity problem. The discharger shall submit a technical report to the Regional Board 
showing flow volumes will be prevented from exceeding capacity, or how capacity will be 
increased, within 120 days after providing notification to the Regional Board, or within 
120 days after receipt of notification from the Regional Board, of a finding that the 
treatment plant will reach capacity within four years. The time for filing the required 
technical report may be extended by the Regional Board. An extension of 30 days may 
be granted by the Executive Officer, and longer extensions may be granted by the 
Regional Board itself.

II. INJECTION MONITORING REQUIREMENTS 

A pilot test shall be implemented according to the approved Remedial Action Plan (RAP). 
ELSTM (a lecithin rnicroemulsion) shall be used as the primary organic carbon substrate 
and potassium bicarbonate shall be used as the primary pH buffer. The buffered organic 
carbon substrate will be injected into groundwater at up to five injection points (IPI through 
IP5) for the single pilot test event (Figure 2). Bioaugmentation shall be performed by 
injecting KB-I TM (a DHc microbial inoculum) at each injection point during the pilot test. 

The quarterly reports shall contain the following information regarding the injection 
activities:

3. Visual inspection at each injection point shall be conducted during the pilot test to 
evaluate the annular seal integrity.

Ill. GROUNDWATER MONITORING PROGRAM FOR THE REMEDIATION PROJECT 

A groundwater monitoring program shall be designed to detect and evaluate impacts 
associated with the injection activities. Table 1 below identifies the constituents that will be 
analyzed during a baseline sampling event, one month after the injection date, and 
subsequent quarterly groundwater monitoring events during the monitoring period for the 
purpose of evaluating the effectiveness of the injection. 

The objective of this MRP is to evaluate impacts associated with the injection activities.
