Dear Ms. Arsenault: 

The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Los Angeles Region (Regional Board), is 
the public agency with primary responsibility for the protection of ground and surface water 
quality for all beneficial uses of water within major portions of Los Angeles and Ventura 
Counties, including the facility mentioned above. 

On May 1, 2001, the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board (Regional Board) 
adopted Water Discharge Requirements (WDR) and Water Recycling Requirements (WRRs), 
Order No. 01-069 for Chase Brothers Dairy, Incorporated for the discharges of process 
wastewater to the subsurface via land irrigation. The wastewater generated from the dairy plant 
operations, food storage areas, crop field, pasture grass field , truck stops, processing 
equipment, and boiler areas was used for surface irrigation on approximately 50 acres of 
pasture grass field onsite. The wastewater was drained into two concrete-lined sumps, and then 
pumped out and utilized for year-round irrigation. Approximately 315,000 gallons per day (gpd) 
of recycled water flowed to the field as irrigation water. 

In 2011 , Vintage Production California, LLC purchased the facility. On May 21, 2014, Mr. Robert 
Smith, notified the Regional Board that Vintage Production CA, LLC had recently changed its 
name to California Heavy Oil, Incorporated (hereafter Discharger), and renamed the site to be 
Tenby Facility. 

In the same letter, Mr. Robert Smith informed the Regional Board that the dairy related 
operations had ceased since October 2008 and discharges from the dairy related activities no 
longer exist, except for the domestic discharge of wastewater from three existing septic disposal 
systems. Mr. Smith on behalf of California Heavy Oil , Incorporated submitted an application for 
Waste Discharge Requirements (WDRs) for coverage for the three (3) existing septic disposal 
systems serving the facility.

We have completed our review of your application for Waste Discharge Requirements (WDRs) 
for wastewater to be generated from the California Heavy Oil , Incorporated - Tenby facility, 
located at 595 South Wolff Road, Oxnard, California. 

The Discharger owns and operates an oil field located on 320 acres located on Wolff Road and 
3450 East Fifth Street in Oxnard, California. The wastewater generated from the Main Office 
building, Restroom building, and Laboratory building is discharged to three onsite septic 
disposal systems. Septic disposal system #1 and septic disposal system #2 serve the restrooms 
located inside the Main Office building and the Restroom building, respectively. Septic disposal 
system #1 consists of a 2,000-gallon septic tank and septic disposal system #2 consists of a 
1 ,500-gallon septic tank. Wastewater from the septic tank #1 and septic tank #2 flow to a 2,000-
gallon lined wet well, thence is pumped into the mound system. The mound system's 
distribution bed is 62 feet wide by 32 feet long. The third septic disposal system serves the 
restroom located inside the Laboratory building and col\lsist of 1 ,500-gallon tank and three (3) 
50 feet long by 3 feet wide by 3 feet deep leach lines. 

The average daily volume of wastewater discharge from the Main office with 3 employees using 
the facility's bathrooms is estimated (using 75 gallons per person) at 225 gallons per day (gpd). 
However, there will be instances in which extra personnel will be using the facility's bathrooms 
when visiting the site. The Discharger estimates that the facility will discharge a maximum daily 
volume of 750 gpd based on the number of employees and visiting personnel at the facility. The 
discharge shall not exceed 3,500 gpd. 

The wastewater generated at the Tenby Facility from their oil operations, such as oil well 
produced water brought to the surface during oil drilling, will be regulated under the California 
Department of Conservation, Division of Oil, Gas, and Geothermal Resources (DOGGR). 

These WDRs are only for coverage of the domestic discharges of wastewater from the three 
existing septic disposal systems at the Tenby Facility. Any other discharges of wastewater from 
oil operations or laboratory to the septic disposal systems is prohibited. 

Regional Board staff have reviewed the information provided and have determined that the 
proposed discharge meets the conditions specified in Order No. 01-031 , "General Waste 
Discharge Requirements for Small Commercial and Multifamily Residential Subsurface Sewage 
Disposal Systems," adopted by this Regional Board on February 22, 2001. 

Enclosed are your General Waste Discharge Requirements, consisting of Order No. 01 -031, 
Monitoring and Reporting Program Cl No. 5982, Standard Provisions Applicable to Waste 
Discharge Requirements. Please note that the discharge limits in Attachment A (Oxnard 
Subbasin - unconfined and perched aquifers) and Attachment B of Order No. 01-031 are 
applicable to your discharge. Should changes to the septic disposal system be needed, revised 
engineering drawings showing the change must be filed with the Regional Board a minimum of 
thirty days prior to the change. The discharger must receive approval of such change. 

The Revised Monitoring and Reporting Program requires you to implement the monitoring 
program on the effective date of coverage under this permit. When submitting monitoring or 
technical reports to the Regional Board per these requirements, please include a reference to 
"Compliance File Cl No. 5982", which will assure that the reports are directed to the appropriate 
file and staff. Also, please do not combine other reports with your monitoring reports. Submit 
each type of report as a separate document.

The Discharger shall comply with the Electronic Submittal of Information (ESI) requirements by 
submitting all reports required under the MRP, including groundwater monitoring data, 
discharge location data, and pdf monitoring reports to the State Water Resources Control Board 
GeoTracker database under Global ID WDR1 00001256.

The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Los. Angeles - Region 
(Regional Board), finds: 

J. The California Water Code (CWC) section l3260(a)(l) requires that any person 
discharging wastes, or proposing to discharge wastes other than into a community 
wastewater collection system, \vhich could affect the quality of the waters of the 
State, shall file a Report of Waste Discharge wi th the Regional Water Quality 
Control Board~ The Regional Board shall then prescribe ·requirements for the 
discharge or proposed discharge of wastes. 

2. The California Water Code, section 13263(i), provides that a Regional Board may 
prescribe general waste discharge requirements for discharg~s produced by 
similar operations, involving simi lar types ·of . waste, and requiring similar 
treatment standards. 

3. The Regional Board adopted a Revised Water Quality Control Plan (Basin Plan) · 
for the Los Angeles Region on June 13, 1994. The Water Quality Control Plan 
designates beneficial uses and establishes water quality objectives for 
groundwater and surface. water within the Los Angeles Region. . Existing 
beneficial ·. uses · pesignatep for. groundwater , and surface water inch.ide, among 
others: mi:micipal supply, i'ndustrial service supply, industrial process supply, 
fresh water replenishment, aquaculture, wildlife habitat, and agricultural supply. 
To the extent that the Basin Plan designates addi~ional or different beneficial uses, 
the Basin Plan shall control. 

4. Discharges from ·small (less than 20,000 gallons per day) commercial and 
multifamily sewage disposal systems · infiltrate groundwater. The effluent from 
small commercial and multifamily sewage disposal systems is considered a 
discharge of waste that could affect the quality of waters of the State. Any 
surfacing of treated or untreated waste poses a serious threat to public health and 
beneficial uses of groundwater, near-shore waters, and contiguous beaches. 
Discharges. of greater than 20,000 gallons will normally be required to obtain 
individual waste discharge requirements from the Regional Board.

5. Discharges to land from small domestic smal1 commercial and multifamily sewage 
disposnl systems have certain common characteristics, such as similar constituents, 
concentrations of constituents, disposal techniques, flow ranges and they require 
the same or similar treatment standards. These types of discharges are more 
appropriately regulnted under general Wnste Discharge Requirements (general. 
WDRs). 

6. These general WDRs apply to discharges throughout the entire Los Angeles 
Region (Los Angeles and Ventura County), however, the Regional Board hns 
determined that groundwater underlying . small commercial and multifamily 
sewage disposal systems in areas. of shallow ground\vater and .coastal regions has 
been shown to be in hydraulic connection with nearby surfnce waters and that 
groundwnter and surface water containination in areas of shnllow groundwater and 
coastal regions hns been atllibuted to discharges from septic systems. Therefore, 
these WDRs include consicler:llions specifically addressing areas of shallow 
groundwater and coastal areas. 

I 

7. Since this effluent is considered a discharge of waste that could affect the quality 
.of waters of the State, a discharger would ordinarily be required to file a Report of 
Waste Discharge and the Regional Board woul<;l then presctibe requirements for 
the discharge of wastes. However, under the California Water Code, section 
13269, the Regional Board may waive requirements to file a Report of Waste 
Discharge, provided that such a waiver is not against the public interest. In the 
1950s, the Regional Board's predecessor agency granted such waivers for 
residential septic systems in 45 local agencies in the Region, inCluding the County 
of. Los Angeles. However, these waivers do · not formally cover several local 
agencies that are actively permitting septic systems. 

8. If Waste Discharge Requirements were issued. to each smaH commercial and 
multifamily residen.tial septic system on · an individual ba$iS, it would be a very 
lengthy 'process. · Pue· to ·limite'd Regional · -Board resources, a streamlined 
expansion of a permitting program is necessary. The adoption of these general 
Waste Discharge Requirements for discharg~s from small commercial and 
multifamily sewage disposal systems would: . 

·(a) Simplify and expedite the application process for the Discharger; 

(b) Increase efficiency of Regional Board staff; and 

(c) Reduce Regional Board time expended on preparing and 
considering individual Waste Discharge Requirements.

9. Only small commercial and multifamily sewage disposal systems with a 
maximum daily flow of 20,000 ga!Jons or Jess that discharge to land are eligible 
for coverage under these general WDRs. Single family residences with small 
domestic systems, for purposes of these general WDR's, are specifically excluded. 
It remains the discretion of the Regional Board to require WDRs for discharges 
from single family residences when necessary to protect water quality. 

10. This Order establishes minimum standards only for small domestic systems. The 
discharger must compl y with any more stringent standards in the applicable Basin 
Plan. In the event of a conflict between !he provisions of this Order and the Basin 
Plan, the more stringent provision prevails. 

II. By enrolling small commercial and .multifamily sewage disposal systems un~er 
Waste Dischnrge Requirements, the Regionnl .Board can also issue Monitoring 
and Reporting Programs that require dischargers to monitor their effluent , 
groundwater that may be affected by the discharge, and, in some cases, nearby 
surface waters that may be affected by the discharge. The results of the 
monitoring wjl)] be reported to the Regional Board. The Regional Board expects 
that this monitoring will assist in the delineation of impacts of effluent from sma.J I 
commercial and multifamily sewa~e disposal systems on groundwater and surface 
water. · 

12. The .majority of the small commercial and multifami ly sewage disposal systems in 
the Los Angeles Region do not currently have Waste Discharge Requirc:iments, 
nor .do they have corresponding Monitoring and Reporting . Programs. Small 
commercial_ and multifamily sewage disposal ·systems (septic systems, for 

. example) typically provide only primary treatment to wastewater before it is 
discharged to groundwater through a seepage pit or leachfield disposal system. 
The effluent from these systems is not monitored, and, as a result, the effluent 
quality is genera1ly not known. 

13. These general Waste Discharge Requirements (for the discharge of commercial 
and residential wastes to sma11 commercial and multifarrrily sewage disposal 
systems), would benefit the public, the staff and the Regional Board by 
accelerating the review process without loss of regulatory jurisdiction and 
oversight. 

14. A11 requirements contained in this Order, as they are met, will be in confonnance 
with the goals of the Basin Plan. 

15. These general Waste Discharge Requirements are not intended to alter or 
supersede existing restrictions or conditions imposed by other government 
agencies on the project.

applicability of this general WDR to the discharge is immediately tenninated on 
· the effective date of the WDR. 

19. This general WDR is intended to cover both new and existing small domestic 
systems. The adopti.on of WDRs for existing small domestic systems is exempt 
from the California Environmental Quality Act (C~QA) under CCR, Title 14, 
Section 15261 or Section 15301 as ongoi~g or existing project~. 

20. The State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) has adopted a Mitigated 
Negative Declaration in compliance with CEQA.for new smaJl domestic systems 
in connection with the adoption of Order No. 97-10 D\VQ. The potential 

. significant environmental impacts from discharges from new small wastewater 
treatment systems can be mitigated to a ·level of insignificance by compliance 
with this Order. · · 

21. Pursuant to Section 13263 of the CWC, the Regional Board, in establishing the 
requirements contained herein, considered factors includirig, but not limitec.l to, 
the following:

23. This Order does not preempt or supersede the authority of municipalities, flood 
control agencies, or other local agencies to prohibit, restrict, or control discharges 
of waste subject to their jurisdiction. 

The Regional Board has notified interested agencies and persons ofits intent to prescribe 
Waste Discharge Requirements as described in this Order, and has provided them with an 
opportunity to submit their written views and recommendations for the tentative 
requirements.

The Regional Board, in a public meeting, heard and considered all comments pertaining 
to the dischargers _to be regulated under this Order and to the tentative requirements. 

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT: in order to meet the provisions contained in Division 7 of 
the ewe and regulations adopted thereunder, dischargers of small commercial and multifamily 

. sewage disposal systems, with a maximum average daily flow not to exceed 20,000 gallons, that 
discharge to land and meet all conditions of applicability, shall comply with the following: 

A. ELIGIBILITY: 

1. Existing and future discharges of treated wastewater to subsurface sewage 
disposal systems.

For the purpose of renewal of existing individual permits with this general permit, 
provided that all the conditions of this general permit are met, renewal is effective 
upon issuance of a notification by the Executive Officer and issuance of a ·new 
monitoring program. 

When an individual pemtit with more . specific· requirements is issued to a 
discharger, · the applicability of this Order to that discharger is automaticalJy 
temtinated on the effective dat.e of the individual. permit. 

AUTHORIZATION: 

To be authorized under this Order, the discharger must submit, to the Regional 
Board, a Report of Waste Discharge and a completed Form 200. Upon receipt of 
the application, the Executive Officer shall determine the applicability of Order to 
such a discharge. lf the discharge is eligible, the Executive Officer shall notify 
the discharger that the discharge is authorized under the terms and conditions of 
this Order and prescribe an appropriate monitoring and reporting program. For

new discharges, the discharge shall not commence until receipt of the Executive 
Officer's written determination. 

C. RESPONSIBILJTY: 

1. For existing small commercial and multifamily sewa~e disposal systems, an entity 
or agency (hereinafter called the Discharger) must accept permanent 
responsibility for the Waste Discharge Requirements and the Monitoiing nnd 
Reporting Program for the smaJJ commercial and multifamily sewage disposal 
systems.

Board 30 days before its effec ti ve date: Violations may result' in enfon:ement 
actions, including Regional Board Order .or · court orders, . requiring conective 
action or imposing civil monetary li abi!l'ty, or in· rnoc!ification or: revocation of 
Waste Dis~harge Requirements by the Regional Board. 

3. The Discharger must notify the Executi ve Officer, in writing, at least 30 days i·il 
advance of any proposed transfer of this Order's responsibility and coverage to a 
new Discharger. The notice must include a written agreement between the 
existing and new Discharger containing a specific date for the transfer of 
responsibility under this Order and compliance between the current Discharger 
and the new Discharger. Such agreement shall include an acknowledgment that 
the existing Discharger is liable for violations up to the transfer date and that the 
new Discharger is liable on an_d .after the. transfer dat~ (CWC section 13267 and

D. INFLUENT LIMITATIONS: . 

L Wastes discharged into the wastewater treatment and d isposal system shall be 
limited to commercial and multifamily residential wastewater only; no industria) 
wastes1 shall be discharged into the septic system. 

2. The maximum daily fl ow of influent from the co11ection system shall not exceed 
20,000 gallons per day. This flow limitation also applies to effluent discharged to 
the disposal system (seepage pi tslleachfields).

E. RECEIVING WATER LIMITATIONS:

Proper operation and 
maintenance includes effective performance, ·adequate funding, adequate operator 
staffing and training, and adequate laboratory and process controls including appropriate 
quality assurance procedures. This provision requires the operation· of backup or 
auxl·liary facilities or similar systems . only when necessary to achieve compliance with 
the conditions of thi~ Order. [CWC Section 13263(f)] 

1·1. . HAZARDOUS RELEASES 

Exc~pt for a discharge which is in compliance with these waste discharge requirements, 
any person who, without regard to intent or negligence, causes or permits any 
haz~rdous substance or sewage to be discharged in or ori any waters of the State, or 
.discharged or deposited where it is, or probably will be, discharged in or on any waters 
Qf the State, sh.all, as soon as (a)' that person has knowledge of the discharge, (b) · 
notification is· possible, and (c) notification can be provided without substantially 
impeding cleanup or other emergency measures, immediately notify the Office of 
Emergency Services of the discharge in accordance with the spill. reporting provision of 
the State toxic disaster contingency plan adopted pursuant to Article 3.7 .- (c:;ommencing 
with Section 8574.7) of Chapter 7 of Divisiqn 1 of Title. 2 of the Government· Code, and 
immediately notify the State Board or the appropriate Reg ional Soard of the discharge. 
This provision does not require reporting ·of any discharge of less than a reportable 
quantity as provided for .under subdivisions (f) and (g) of Section .. 1327·1 of the Water 
Code unless the discharger is in violation of ·a prohibition in the applicable Water Quality 
Control plan. [CWC s·ection 1327(a)] 

12. PETROLEUM RELEASES 

Except for a discharge which is in compliance with these waste discharge requirements, . 
any person who without regard to intent or negligence, causes or permits any oil or 
petrdleu fD product to be discharged in or on any waters of the State, or discharged or 

. deposited where it is, or probably will be, i:Hscharged in or on any waters of the State, 
shall, as soon· as (a) such person has knowledge of the discharge, (b) notification is 
possible, and (c) notification can be provided without substantially impeding cleanup or 
other emergency measures, immediately notify the Office of Emergency Services of the 
discharge in accordance with the spill reportiflg: provision of the State oil spill 
contingency plan adopted pursuant to Article 3.5 (commencing w ith Section 857 4.1) of 
Chapter 7 of Division 1 of Title 2 of the· Government. Code. This provision does not 
require reporting of any discharge of less than 42 gallons unless the discharge is also 
required to be reported pursuant to Section 311 of the Clean Water Act or the discharge 
is in violation of a prohibition in the applicable Water Quality Control Plan. [C\JVC 
Section 13272]

14. MONITORING PROGRAM AND DEVICES . · 

The discharger shall furnish, under pen~lty . of perjury, technical monitoring · program 
· reports; such reports shall be submitted in accordance with specifications prepared by 
the Executive Officer, which sp?cifications are subject to periodic revisiot:~s as may be 
war.ranted. [CWC Section 13267] · 

All monitoring instruments and devices .used by the discharger to fulfill the prescribed 
monitoring program shall be properly maintained and calibrated a~ necessary ·to ensure 
their continued accuracy. All flow. measurement devices shall be calibrated at least once 
per year, or more frequently, to ensure continued accuracy of the devices. Annually, the 
discharger shall submit to the . Executive· Office a written statement, signed by a . 
registered ·professional engineer, certifying that all flow measurement devices have been 
calibrated and will .reliably achieve the accuracy required. · . ' . 

Unless otherwise permitted by th~ Regional Board Executive officer, all analyses shall 
be conducted at a laporatory ·certified for such analyses oy the· State Department of 
Health Services. The· Regional Board Executive Officer may allow use of an uncertified 
laboratory under exceptional circumstances, such as when the closest laboratory to the 
monitoring location is outside the State boundaries and therefore not subject to 
certification. All analyses shall be required to be conducted in accordance with the latest 
edition of "G"uidelines Establishing. Test Procedures for Analysis of Pollutants" · [40CF~ . 
Part 136] promulgated by the U.S. Environme·ntal Protection Agency. [CCR Title 23, 
Section 2230] 
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15. TREATMENT FAILURE 

In· a·n enforcement action, it shall not be a defense for the discharger that it would have 
been necessary to halt or to . reduce the permitted activity in order to maintain 
compliance with this Order. Upon reduction, loss, or failure of the treatment facility, the 
discharger· shall, to the extent necessary to maintain compliance with this Order, control 
production.or all discharges, or both, until the facility is restored or an alternative method 
of treatment is provided. This provision applies, .for example, when 'the primary source 
of powe·r of the treatment fa_cility fails, is reduced, or is Jost. [CWC Section 1-3263(f)] · 

.16. DISCHARGE TO NAVIGABLE WATERS 

Any person discharging or proposing to <;lischarge to navigable waters from a point 
source (except for discharge of dredged or fill material subject to Section 404 fo the 
Clean Water Act and discharge subject to a general NPDES permit) must file an NPDES 
permit application with the Regional Board. [CCR Title 2 Section 22357] 

17. ENDANGERMENT TO HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENT 

The discharger shall report any noncompliance which may endanger health or the 
. environment. Any such information shall be provided verbally to the Executive Officer 

within 24· hours from th~ time the discharger becomes aware of the circumstances. A 
written submission shall, also be provided within five days of the time the discharger 
becomes aware of the. circumstances. The .written submission shall contain a 
description of the noncompliance ·and "its cause; the period.·of noncompliance, including· 
exact <;lates and times, and if the noncompliance has not been corrected; the anticipated 
time it is expected to continue and steps taken or planned to reduce, eliminate, and 
·prevent recurrence of the noncompliance. The Executive ·officer, ·or an authorized 
representative, may waive the written report on a case-by-case basis if the. oral report 
has been received within 24.hours. The following occurrence(s) must be ·reported to the 
·Executive Office within 24 hours: · 

(a) Any bypass from any portion of the treatment facility. 

(bJ Any d.ischarge of treated or untreated wastewater re~ulting from sewer line 
breaks, obstruction, surcharge or any other· circumstances. 

(c) Any treatment plan .upset which causes the effiuent limitation of this Order to be 
exceeded. [CWC Sections 13263 and 13267] 

18. MAINTENANCE OF RECORDS 

The discharger shall retain records of all monitoring information including all calibration 
and maintenance records, all. original strip chart recordings for cqntinuous monitoring 
instrumentation, copies off all reports required by this Order, and record of all data used 
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19. 

to complete the application for this. Order. Records shall be maintained for a minimum of 
three years from the date of the sample, measurement,· .report, or application. · This· 
period may be extended during the course of any unresolved litigation regarding this 
discharge or when requested by the Regional Board Executiv~ Officer. · · · 

Records of monitoring information shall include: 

(a) . The date, exact place, and time of sampling or measurement; 

(b) The individual(s) who perform'ed the sampling or measurement; 

(c) The date(s) analyses were performed; 

(d) The individual(s) who performed. the analyses; 

(e) T.he an~lytical techniques or method used; and 

(f) The results of such analyses. 

(a) All application reports or information to be submitted to the Executive Offi.ce shall 
be signed and certified as follows: 

(1) For ·a· corporation - by· a principal executive, officer or at least the level of 
vice president. · · 

(2) For a partnership or sole proprietorship .- by a general partner or. the 
proprietor, respectively. · 

{3) For a municipality, s.tate, federal, or other p.ublic agency - by either a 
principal executive officer or ranking elected official. · 

(b) A duly authorized representative of a person designated in paragraph (a) of this 
provision may sign documents if: 

(1) The authorization is made in writing by a person described in paragraph 
(a) of this provision. 

· {2) The authorization specifies either · an individual or position having 
responsibility for the overall operation of the regulated facility or activity; 
and 

(3) · The written authorization is submitted to the Executive Officer. 

Any person signing a document under this Section shall make the following 
certification: 
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"I certify under penalty of law that I have personally examined and am 
familiar with the information submitted in th is document and all 
attachments and that, based. .on my inquiry of those individuals 
immediately responsible for obtaining the information, I believe that the 
information ·is true, accurate, and complete.· I am aware that there are 
significant penalties for submitting false information, including the 
possibility of fine and im'prisonment. [CWC Sections 13263, 13267, and

20. . OPERATOR CERTIFICATION 

Supervisors· ·and operators of municipal wastewater treatment plants and privately 
owned facil ities regulated by the PUC, used in the treatment or reclamation of sewage 
and industrial waste shall possess a certificate of appropriate grade in ac~ordance with 
Title 23, Californi? Code of Regulations Section 3680. State Boards may :accept 
experience in lieu of qualification training. In lieu of a properly certified waste\\fater 
treatment plant operator, the State Board may approve use of a water treatment plan 
operator of appropriate grade certified by the State Department of Health Services 
where reclamation. is involved. 

Each plan shall be operated and maintained · in accQrdance with the operation and 
maintenance manual prepared by the municipality through the . Clean Water Grant 
Program [CWCTitle 23, Section 2233(d)] 

. ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS APPLICABLE TO 
PUBLICLY OWNED TREATEMENT WORKS' ADEQUATE CAPACITY 

21. Whenever a publicly owned wastewater treatment plant will . reach capacity within four 
years th'e discharger shall notify the Regional Board. A copy of such notification shall ·be 
·sent to appropriate local elected officials, local permitting agencies and the press. · The 
discharger must demonstrate that adequate steps are being taken to address the 
capacity problem. The discharger shall submit a technical report to the Re_gional Board 
showing flow volumes will be prevented from ·exceeding capacity, or how capacity will be 
increased, within 120 days after providing notification to the .Regional Boa·r.d, or within 
120 days after receipt of notification .from the Regional Board, . of a find ing that the ·

technical report may be extended by the Regional Board. An extension of 30 days may 
be granted by the· Executive Officer, and longer extensions may be granted by the ..

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STANDARD PROVISIONS 
APPLICABLE TO WASTE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS 

1. DUTY TO COMPLY 

The discharger must comply with all conditions of these waste discharge requirements. 
A responsible party has been designated in the Order for this project, and is legally 
bound to maintain the monitoring program and permit. Violations may result in 
enforcement actions, including Regional Board orders or court orders requiring 
corrective action or imposing civil monetary liability, or in modification or revocation of 
these waste discharge requirements by the Regional Board. [CWC Section 13261, 
13263, 13265, 13268, 13300, 13301 , 13304, 13340, 13350) 

2. GENERAL PROHIBITION 

Neither the treatment nor the discharge of waste shall create a pollution, contamination or 
nuisance, as defined by Section 13050 of the California Water Code (CWC). [H&SC 
Section 5411, CWC Section 13263] 

3. AVAILABILITY 

A copy of these waste discharge requirements shall be maintained at the discharge 
facility and be available at all times to operating personnel. [CWC Section 13263] 

4. CHANGE IN OWNERSHIP 

The discharger must notify the Executive Officer, in writing at least 30 days in advance 
of any proposed transfer of this Order's responsibility and coverage to a new discharger 
containing a specific date for the transfer of this Order's responsibility and coverage 
between the current discharger and the new discharger. This agreement shall include 
an acknowledgement that the existing discharger is liable for violations up to the transfer 
date and that the new discharger is liable from the transfer date on. [CWC Sections 
13267 and 13263] 

5. CHANGE IN DISCHARGE 

In the event of a material change in the character, location, or volume of a discharge, the 
discharger shall file with this Regional Board a new Report of Waste Discharge. [CWC 
Section 13260(c)]. A material change includes, but is not limited to, the following : 

(a) Addition of a major industrial waste discharge to a discharge of essentially 
domestic sewage, or the addition of a new process or product by an industrial 
facility resulting in a change in the character of the Waste. 

(b) Significant change in disposal method, e.g., change from a land disposal to a 
direct discharge to water, or change in the method of treatment which would 
significantly alter the characteristics of the waste. 
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(c) Significant change in the disposal area, e.g., moving the discharge to another 
drainage area, to a different water body, or to a disposal area significantly 
removed from the original area potentially causing different water quality or 
nuisance problems. 

(d) Increase in flow beyond that specified in the waste discharge requirements. 

(e) Increase in the area or depth to be used for solid waste disposal beyond that 
specified in the waste discharge requirements. [CCR Title 23 Section 221 0] 

6. REVISION 

These waste discharge requirements are subject to review and revision by the Regional 
Board. [CCR Section 13263] 

7. TERMINATION 

Where the discharger becomes aware that it failed to submit any relevant facts in a 
Report of Waste Discharge or submitted incorrect information in a Report of Waste 
Discharge or in any report to the Regional Board, it shall promptly submit such facts or 
information. [CWC Sections 13260 and 13267] 

8. VESTED RIGHTS 

This Order does not convey any property rights of any sort or any exclusive privileges. 
The requirements prescribed herein do not authorize the commission of any act causing 
injury to persons or property, do not protect the discharger from his liability under 
Federal , State or local laws, nor do they create a vested right for the discharger to 
continue the waste discharge. [CWC Section 13263(g)] 

9. SEVERABILITY 

Provisions of these waste discharge requirements are severable. If any provisions of 
these requirements are found invalid , the remainder of the requirements shall not be 
affected. [CWC Section 921] 

10. OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE 

The discharger shall, at all times, properly operate and maintain all facilities and systems 
of treatment and control (and related appurtenances) which are installed or used by the 
discharger to achieve compliance with conditions of this Order. Proper operation and 
maintenance includes effective performance, adequate funding , adequate operator 
staffing and training, and adequate laboratory and process controls including appropriate 
quality assurance procedures. This provision requires the operation of backup or 
auxiliary facilities or similar systems only when necessary to achieve compliance with 
the conditions of this Order. [CWC Section 13263(f)] 
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11. HAZARDOUS RELEASES 

Except for a discharge which is in compliance with these waste discharge requirements, 
any person who, without regard to intent or negligence, causes or permits any 
hazardous substance or sewage to be discharged in or on any waters of the State, or 
discharged or deposited where it is, or probably will be, discharged in or on any waters 
of the State, shall, as soon as (a) that person has knowledge of the discharge, (b) 
notification is possible, and (c) notification can be provided without substantially 
impeding cleanup or other emergency measures, immediately notify the Office of 
Emergency Services of the discharge in accordance with the spill reporting provision of 
the State toxic disaster contingency plan adopted pursuant to Article 3.7 (commencing 
with Section 8574.7) of Chapter 7 of Division 1 of Title 2 of the Government Code, and 
immediately notify the State Board or the appropriate Regional Board of the discharge. 
This provision does not require reporting of any discharge of less than a reportable 
quantity as provided for under subdivisions (f) and (g) of Section 13271 of the Water 
Code unless the discharger is in violation of a prohibition in the applicable Water Quality 
Control plan. [CWC Section 1327(a)] 

12. PETROLEUM RELEASES 

Except for a discharge which is in compliance with these waste discharge requirements, 
any person who without regard to intent or negligence, causes or permits any oil or 
petroleum product to be discharged in or on any waters of the State, or discharged or 
deposited where it is, or probably will be, discharged in or on any waters of the State, 
shall, as soon as (a) such person has knowledge of the discharge, (b) notification is 
possible, and (c) notification can be provided without substantially impeding cleanup or 
other emergency measures, immediately notify the Office of Emergency Services of the 
discharge in accordance with the spill reporting provision of the State oil spill 
contingency plan adopted pursuant to Article 3.5 (commencing with Section 857 4.1) of 
Chapter 7 of Division 1 of Title 2 of the Government Code. This provision does not 
require reporting of any discharge of less than 42 gallons unless the discharge is also 
required to be reported pursuant to Section 311 of the Clean Water Act or the discharge 
is in violation of a prohibition in the applicable Water Quality Control Plan. [CWC Section 
13272] 

13. ENTRY AND INSPECTION 

The discharger shall allow the Regional Board, or an authorized representative upon the 
presentation of credentials and other documents as may be required by law, to: 

(a) Enter upon the discharger's premises where a regulated facility or activity is 
located or conducted, or where records must be kept under the conditions of this 
Order; 

(b) Have access to and copy, at reasonable times, any records that must be kept 
under the conditions of this Order; 
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(c) Inspect at reasonable times any facilities, equipment (including monitoring and 
control equipment), practices, or operations regulated or required under this 
Order; and 

(d) Sample or monitor at reasonable times, for the purposes of assuring compliance 
with this Order, or as otherwise authorized by the California Water Code, any 
substances or parameters at any location. [CWC Section 13267] 

14. MONITORING PROGRAM AND DEVICES 

The discharger shall furnish, under penalty of perjury, technical monitoring program 
reports; such reports shall be submitted in accordance with specifications prepared by 
the Executive Officer, which specifications are subject to periodic revisions as may be 
warranted. [CWC Section 13267] 

All monitoring instruments and devices used by the discharger to fulfill the prescribed 
monitoring program shall be properly maintained and calibrated as necessary to ensure 
their continued accuracy. All flow measurement devices shall be calibrated at least once 
per year, or more frequently, to ensure continued accuracy of the devices. Annually, the 
discharger shall submit to the Executive Office a written statement, signed by a 
registered professional engineer, certifying that all flow measurement devices have been 
calibrated and will reliably achieve the accuracy required. 

Unless otherwise permitted by the Regional Board Executive officer, all analyses shall 
be conducted at a laboratory certified for such analyses by the State Department of 
Health Services. The Regional Board Executive Officer may allow use of an uncertified 
laboratory under exceptional circumstances, such as when the closest laboratory to the 
monitoring location is outside the State boundaries and therefore not subject to 
certification. All analyses shall be required to be conducted in accordance with the latest 
edition of "Guidelines Establishing Test Procedures for Analysis of Pollutants" [40CFR 
Part 136] promulgated by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency. [CCR Title 23, 
Section 2230] 

TREATMENT FAILURE 

In an enforcement action, it shall not be a defense for the discharger that it would have 
been necessary to halt or to reduce the permitted activity in order to maintain 
compliance with this Order. Upon reduction, loss, or failure of the treatment facility, the 
discharger shall, to the extent necessary to maintain compliance with this Order, control 
production or all discharges, or both, until the facility is restored or an alternative method 
of treatment is provided. This provision applies, for example, when the primary source 
of power of the treatment facility fails, is reduced, or is lost. [CWC Section 13263(f)] 

15. DISCHARGE TO NAVIGABLE WATERS 

Any person discharging or proposing to discharge to navigable waters from a point 
source (except for discharge of dredged or fill material subject to Section 404 of the 
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Clean Water Act and discharge subject to a general NPDES permit) must file an NPDES 
permit application with the Regional Board. [CCR Title 2 Section 22357] 

16. ENDANGERMENT TO HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENT 

The discharger shall report any noncompliance which may endanger health or the 
environment. Any such information shall be provided verbally to the Executive Officer 
within 24 hours from the time the discharger becomes aware of the circumstances. A 
written submission shall also be provided within five days of the time the discharger 
becomes aware of the circumstances. The written submission shall contain a 
description of the noncompliance and its cause; the period of noncompliance, including 
exact dates and times, and if the noncompliance has not been corrected; the anticipated 
time it is expected to continue and steps taken or planned to reduce, eliminate, and 
prevent recurrence of the noncompliance. The Executive officer, or an authorized 
representative, may waive the written report on a case-by-case basis if the oral report 
has been received within 24 hours. The following occurrence(s) must be reported to the 
Exe.cutive Office within 24 hours: 

(a) Any bypass from any portion of the treatment facility. 

(b) Any discharge of treated or untreated wastewater resulting from sewer line 
breaks, obstruction, surcharge or any other circumstances. 

(c) Any treatment plant upset which causes the effluent limitation of this Order to be 
exceeded. [CWC Sections 13263 and 13267] 

17. MAINTENANCE OF RECORDS 

The discharger shall retain records of all monitoring information including all calibration 
and maintenance records, all original strip chart recordings for continuous monitoring 
instrumentation, copies off all reports required by this Order, and record of all data used 
to complete the application for this Order. Records shall be maintained for a minimum of 
three years from the date of the sample, measurement, report, or application. This 
period may be extended during the course of any unresolved litigation regarding this 
discharge or when requested by the Regional Board Executive Officer. 

Records of monitoring information shall include: 

(a) The date, exact place, and time of sampling or measurement; 

(b) The individual(s) who performed the sampling or measurement; 

(c) The date(s) analyses were performed; 

(d) The individual(s) who performed the analyses; 

(e) The analytical techniques or method used; and 
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18. 

(f) The results of such analyses. 

(a) All application reports or information to be submitted to the Executive Office shall 
be signed and certified as follows: 

(1) For a corporation - by a principal executive officer or at least the level of 
vice president. 

(2) For a partnership or sole proprietorship - by a general partner or the 
proprietor, respectively. 

(3) For a municipality, state, federal, or other public agency - by either a 
principal executive officer or ranking elected official. 

(b) A duly authorized representative of a person designated in paragraph {a) of this 
provision may sign documents if: 

(1) The authorization is made in writing by a person described in paragraph 
(a) of this provision. 

(2) The authorization specifies either an individual or position having 
responsibility for the overall operation of the regulated facility or activity; 
and 

(3) The written authorization is submitted to the Executive Officer. 

Any person signing a document under this Section shall make the following 
certification: 

"I certify under penalty of law that I have personally examined and am 
familiar with the information submitted in this document and all 
attachments and that, based on my inquiry of those individuals 
immediately responsible for obtaining the information, I believe that the 
information is true, accurate, and complete. I am aware that there are 
significant penalties for submitting false information, including the 
possibility of fine and imprisonment. [CWC Sections 13263, 13267, and 
13268]" 

19. OPERATOR CERTIFICATION 

Supervisors and operators of municipal wastewater treatment plants and privately 
owned facilities regulated by the PUC, used in the treatment or reclamation of sewage 
and industrial waste shall possess a certificate of appropriate grade in accordance with 
Title 23, California Code of Regulations Section 3680. State Boards may accept 
experience in lieu of qualification training. In lieu of a properly certified wastewater 
treatment plant operator, the State Board may approve use of a water treatment plant 
operator of appropriate grade certified by the State Department of Health Services 
where reclamation is involved.

20. Whenever a publicly owned wastewater treatment plant will reach capacity within four 
years the discharger shall notify the Regional Board. A copy of such notification shall be 
sent to appropriate local elected officials, local permitting agencies and the press. The 
discharger must demonstrate that adequate steps are being taken to address the 
capacity problem. The discharger shall submit a technical report to the Regional Board 
showing flow volumes will be prevented from exceeding capacity, or how capacity will be 
increased, within 120 days after providing notification to the Regional Board, or within 
120 days after receipt of notification from the Regional Board, of a finding that the 
treatment plant will reach capacity within four years. The time for filing the required 
technical report may be extended by the Regional Board. An extension of 30 days may 
be granted by the Executive Officer, and longer extensions may be granted by the 
Regional Board itself. [CCR Title 23, Section 2232]

I. REPORTING REQUIREMENTS 

1. The Dischargers shall submit the required reports, outlined in the following 
paragraphs to the Regional Board. The reports shall be received at the Regional 
Board via GeoTracker database under Global ID WDR100001256 on the dates 
indicated as follows: 

A. Quarterly Monitoring Reports shall be received at the Regional Board by the

B. Annual Summary Report shall be received at the Regional Board March 1 of 
each year. The first Annual Summary Report under this program shall be 
received at the Regional Board on March 1, 2015. 

If there is no discharge during any reporting period, the report shall so state. 

2. The Dischargers shall comply with the Electronic Submittal of Information (ESI) 
requirements by submitting all reports required under the MRP, including electronic 
data format (EDF) groundwater monitoring data, discharge location data, and pdf 
monitoring to the State Water Resources Control Board (State Board) GeoTracker 
database under GlobaiiD WDR100001256. 

3. For every item where the requirements are not met, the Discharger shall submit a 
statement of the cause(s), and actions undertaken or proposed which will bring the 
discharge into full compliance with waste discharge requirements at the earliest 
possible time, including a timetable for implementation of those actions. 
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4. The Discharger shall maintain all sampling and analytical results, including strip charts; 
date; exact place, and time of sampling; dates analyses were performed; analyst's 
name; analytical techniques used; and results of all analyses. Such records shall be 
retained for a minimum of three years. This period of retention shall be extended 
during the course of any unresolved litigation regarding this discharge, or when 
requested by the Regional Board. 

5. In reporting the monitoring data, the Discharger shall arrange the data in tabular form 
so that the date, the constituents, and the concentrations are readily discernible. The 
data shall be summarized to demonstrate compliance with the requirements and, 
where applicable, shall include results of receiving water observations. 

6. Any mitigation/remedial activity including any pre-discharge treatment conducted at the 
site must be reported in the quarterly monitoring report. 

7. Each monitoring report shall contain a separate section titled "Summary of Non­
Compliance" which discusses the compliance record and the corrective actions 
taken or planned that may be needed to bring the discharge into full compliance with 
WDRs. This section shall be located at the front of the report and shall clearly list all 
non-compliance with discharge requirements , as well as all excursions of effluent 
limitations. 

II. MONITORING REQUIREMENTS 

1. Monitoring shall be used to determine compliance with the requirements of this 
Order and shall include, but not limited to, the following : 

A Locations of each groundwater monitoring station where representative 
samples can be obtained and the rationale for the selection. The Discharger 
must include a map, at a scale of 1 inch equals 1 ,200 feet or less, that clearly 
identifies the locations of all monitoring wells, and production wells. 

B. Sampling protocols (specified in 40 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 
136 or American Water Works Association (AWWA) standards where 
appropriate) and chain of custody procedures. 

C. For groundwater monitoring, outline the methods and procedures to be used 
for measuring water levels; purging wells; collecting samples; decontaminating 
equipment; containing, preserving , and shipping samples, and maintaining 
appropriate documentation. Also include the procedures for handling , storing, 
testing, and disposing of purge and decontamination waters generated from 
the sampling events. 

D. Laboratory or laboratories, which conducted the analyses. Include copy or 
copies of laboratory certifications by the State Board Division of Drinking Water 
Environmental Laboratory Accreditation Program (ELAP) every year or when 
the Discharger changes their contract laboratory. 
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E. Analytical test methods used and the corresponding detection limits for 
purposes of reporting (DLRs) unregulated and regulated chemicals. For 
regulated chemicals, please see the State Board's website at: 
http://www.waterboards.ca.gov/drinkingwater/index.shtml 

F. Quality assurance and control measures. 

2. The samples shall be analyzed using analytical methods described in 40 CFR Part 
136; or where no methods are specified for a given pollutant, by commercially 
available methods approved by the Regional Board and/or State Board. The 
Discharger shall select the analytical methods that provide DLRs lower than the 
limits prescribed in this Order. 

3. The Discharger shall instruct its laboratories to establish calibration standards so 
that the DLRs (or its equivalent if there is a different treatment of samples relative to 
calibration standards) are the lowest calibration standard. At no time shall the 
Discharger use analytical data derived from extrapolation beyond the lowest point of 
the calibration curve. 

4. Upon request by the Discharger, the Regional Board, in consultation with the State 
Board Quality Assurance Program, may establish DLRs, in any of the following 
situations: 

A. When the pollutant has no established method under 40 CFR 136 (revised 
May14, 1999, or subsequent revision) ; 

B. When the method under 40 CFR 136 for the pollutant has a DLR higher than 
the limit specified in this Order; or, 

C. When the Discharger agrees to use a test method that is more sensitive than 
those specified in 40 CFR Part 136 and is commercially available. 

5. For unregulated chemical analyses, the Discharger shall select methods according 
to the following approach: 

A. Use drinking water methods, if available; 

B. Use State Board-recommended methods for unregulated chemicals, if 
available; 

C. If there is no State Board-recommended drinking water method for a chemical, 
and more than a single Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)-approved 
method is available, use the most sensitive of the EPA-approved methods; 

D. If there is no EPA-approved method for a chemical, and more than one method 
is available from the scientific literature and commercial laboratory, after 
consultation with State Board, use the most sensitive method; 
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E. If no approved method is available for a specific chemical , the Discharger's 
laboratory may develop or use its own methods and should provide the 
analytical methods to State Board for review. Those methods may be used · 
until State Board recommended or EPA-approved methods are available. 

F. If the only method available for a chemical is for wastewater analysis (e.g., a 
chemical listed as a priority pollutant only) , sample and analyze for that 
chemical in the treated and disinfected effluent immediately increase the 
likelihood of detection. Use this approach until the Discharger's laboratory 
develops a method for the chemical in drinking water, or until a State Board­
recommended or EPA-approved drinking water method is available. 

G. The Discharger is required to inform the Regional Board, in event that D, E, F 
is occurring. 

Ill. SEPTIC TANK AND DISPOSAL SYSTEM MONITORING REQUIREMENTS 

The quarterly reports shall contain the following information: 

1. Average and maximum daily waste flow and average water usage rate for each 
month of the quarter, in gallons per day. In the absence of a flow meter, a water 
bill can be used to estimate the flow discharge. 

2. Estimated population served during each month of the reporting period. 

3. Results of at least monthly observations in the disposal area for any overflow or 
surfacing of wastes. 

In addition, the Discharger shall annually submit an operation and maintenance report 
on the septic system. The information to be contained in the report shall include, at a 
minimum, the following: 

1. The name and address of the person or company responsible for the operation 
and maintenance of the facility; 

2. Type of maintenance (preventive or corrective action performed); 

3. Frequency of maintenance, if preventive; 

4. Periodic pumping out of the septic tank; and 

5. Maintenance records of the septic disposal system. 

IV. GROUNDWATER MONITORING PROGRAM 

The following shall constitute the groundwater monitoring program, specified in Table 2:

All groundwater monitoring reports must include, at minimum, the following : 

a. Well identification, date and time of sampling; 
b. Sampler identification, and laboratory identification; 
c. Monthly measurement of groundwater levels, recorded to 0.01 feet mean sea 

level; 
d. Groundwater contour map depicting the hydraulic gradient and direction of 

groundwater flow across the subject tract; and 
e. Monthly calculation of vertical separation of groundwater levels to bottom of each 

septic disposal system (mound system and leachfield). 

V. WASTE HAULING REPORTING 

In the event that waste sludge, septage, or other wastes are hauled offsite, the name 
and address of the hauler shall be reported, along with types and quantities hauled 
during the reporting period and the location of the final point of disposal. In the event 
that no wastes are hauled during the reporting period, a statement to that effect shall be 
submitted. 

VI. MONITORING FREQUENCIES 

Specifications in this monitoring program are subject to periodic revisions. Monitoring 
requirements may be modified or revised by the Executive Officer based on review of 
monitoring data submitted pursuant to this Order. Monitoring frequencies may be 
adjusted to a less frequent basis or parameters and locations dropped by the Executive 
Officer if the Discharger makes a request and the request is backed by statistical trends of 
monitoring data submitted. 
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VII. ELECTRONIC SUBMITTAL OF INFORMATION 

The Discharger shall comply with the Electronic Submittal of Information (ESI) 
requirements by submitting all reports required under the MRP, including discharge 
location data, and pdf monitoring reports to the State Water Resources Control Board 
GeoTracker database under GlobaiiD WDR100001256. 

VIII. CERTIFICATION STATEMENT 

Each report shall contain the following completed declaration:
