We have oompleted our review of your application for Waste Discharge Requirements (WDR)
~ for wastewater discharged from Kentucky Fried Chlcken — Malibu to an onsite wastewater
treatment system (OWTS).

The Kentucky Fried Chicken — Malibu (hereinafter Discnarger) is located at 22751 Pacific Coast
Highway in the City of Malibu. It is a franchised fast food restaurant and has been operating at,
this location for more than 20 years. The restaurant has a total capacity of 28 seats.

The onsite wastewater treatment system (OWTS) consists of a single 2,500-gallon septic tank
and 5 seepage pits. The septic tank and the seepage pits are all located undereath the
parking lot. Each of the seepage pits has a diameter of 5 feet. The depths of the seepage pits
varied from 10 feet to 13 feet below ground surface depending on the location. The OWTS
serves the two restrooms located at the east side of the restaurant. Each of the restrooms
consists of a toilet and a sink.

The two restrooms are closed to the public. Only employees are allowed to use them.
Customers at the restaurant can only use the Andy Gump portable toilet located at the
northwest corner of the parking lot in the back of the facmty building.

The facility overlies the Malibu Valley Groundwater Basin. It discharges an estimated maximum
of 150 gallons per day (gpd) of domestic wastewater from the bathrooms and approximately
200 gpd of wastewater from the kitchen, for a total discharge volume of 350 gpd of wastewater
to the subsurface. In addition, Baker Commodities picks up approximately 500 pounds of used
shortening from the restaurant every 2 weeks. The used shortening is stored in a stainless steel
tank in the krtchen until it is pick up. ,
-Although the subject facility is located in a generally sensitive area in terms of groundwater and
surface water poliution, the threat to groundwater quality is of low significance due to the low
volume of wastewater dlscharge As a result, no groundwater monrtorlng is being required at
this time.

Enclosed are your Waste Discharge Requirements, consisting of Order No. 01-031, Monitoring
and Reporting Program No. CI-9627 and Standard Provisions Applicable to Waste Discharge
Requirements. Please note that the discharge limits in ‘Attachments A (Malibu Valley
Groundwater Basin) and B of Order No. 01-031 are applicable to your discharge if groundwater
monitoring is required in the future. Should changes to the OWTS be needed, revised
engineering drawings showing the changes must be filed with the Regional Board a minimum of
thirty days prior to the changes. The Discharger must receive approval of such change. Also,
be aware that this permit is solely for the septic discharges from the bathrooms and
kitchen and that no other waste shall be discharged to the onsite wastewater treatment
system,

The Monitoring and Reporting Program requires you to implement the monitoring program on
the effective date of coverage under this permit. All monitoring reports shall be sent to the
Regional Board, ATTN: Information Technology Unit. Please note that the Regional Board
Executive Officer may require you to develop and implement a groundwater-monitoring
program based on the results of the technical information pertaining to your septic disposal .
system. When submitting monitoring or technical reports to the Regional Board per these
requirements, please include a reference to “Compliance File No. Cl-9627” which will assure
that the reports are directed to the appropriate file and staff. Also, please do not combine other
_ reports with your monitoring reports. Submit each type of report as a separate document.

~ To avoid paying future annual fees, please submit a written request for termination of your

pay the full annual fee if your request for termination is made after the beginning of the new

E. The method limits (MLs) employed for effluent analyses shall be lower than the,
L permit limits established for a given parameter, unless the Discharger can
demonstrate that a particular ML is not attainable and obtains approval for a higher
ML from the Executive Officer.

quality assurance/quality control (QA/QC) procedures.

F. All QA/QC samples must be run on the same dates when samples were actually
analyzed. The Discharger shall make available for inspection and/or submit the
QA/QC documentation upon request by Regional Board staff.

Proper chain of custody pro"cedures must be followed and a copy of the chain of
custody documentation shall be submitted with the report.

G. Each monitoring report must affirm in writing that “All analyses were conducted

at a laboratory certified for such analyses by the California Department of Health

, Services; and in accordance with current United States Environmental Protection

LT Agency. (USEPA) guideline procedures or as specified in this Monitoring

‘ Program.” Proper chain of custody procedures must be followed and a copy of
"the completed chain of custody form shall be submitted with the report.

H. For every item where the requirements are not met, the Discharger shall submit a
statement of the cause(s), and actions undertaken or proposed which will bring the
discharge into full compliance with waste discharge requirements at the earliest.

[ The Discharger shall maintain all sampling and analytical results, including strip
charts; date; exact place, and time of sampling; dates analyses were performed; .

' GROUNDWATER MONITORING PROGRAM '

A groundwater monitoring program will not be required at thls time. In the future, the
Executive Officer may determine that a groundwater monitoring program is needed to
fully evaluate the impact from your wastewater discharge in groundwater.

WASTE HAULING REPORTING

In the event that waste sludge, septage, or other wastes are hauled offsite, the name
and address of the hauler shall be reported, along with types and quantities hauled
during the reporting period and the location of the final point of disposal. In the event
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-that no wastes are hauled during the reporting peridd, a statement to that effect shall be
~ submitted. '

V.. MONITORING FREQUENCIES

Specifications in this monitoring program are subject to periodic revisions. Monitoring

requirements may be modified or revised by the Executive Officer based on review of

monitoring data submitted pursuant to this Order. Monitoring frequencies may be

adjusted to a less frequent basis or parameters and locations dropped by the Executive

Officer if the Discharger makes a request and the request is backed by statistical trends of
