Dear Mr. Barber: 

We have completed our review of your application for Waste Discharge Requirements (WDR) for 
wastewater to be generated from Tom Barber Golf Centers, LLC (Discharger), located at 15186 
Tierra Rejada Road, Moorpark, CA. 

The Discharger is a golf driving range (facility) with one (1) 1,200 square-foot operations 
buildingIPro-shop, 75 tee boxes, an artificial surface water pond, and parking for 100 vehicles. The 
facility is located on a 20 acre site east of the intersection of Highway 23 and Tierra Rejada Road, in 
Ventura County. The facility's wastewater generated from 4 washrooms sinks, 3 toilets, 2 urinals, 1 
utility sink, and a 20 gallons commercial ball washer is discharged to an onsite disposal system. 
consisting of a 1,500 gallon septic tank that discharges to a distribution system and a 925 square- 
foot subsurface sand filter leach field. The estimated average daily volume of wastewater being 
discharged into the septiclwaste disposal system is 441 gallons per day (gpd). 

Regional Board staff have reviewed the information provided and have determined that the 
proposed discharge meets the conditions specified in Order No. 01-031, "General Waste 
Discharge Requirements for Small Commercial and Multifamily Residential Subsurface Sewage 
~isposal  Systems," adopted by this Regional Board on February 22, 2001. 

The subject site overlies the Tierra Rejada Groundwater Subbasin of the Ventura Central 
Groundwater. The Tierra Rejada Groundwater Subbasin is a small basin located between the South 
Las Posas and Simi Valleys Hydrologic Subareas of the Santa Clara-Calleguas Hydrologic Unit. 
The Tierra Rejada Groundwater Subbasin is near the headwaters of Arroyo Santa Rosa in southern 
Ventura County. This Subbasin is bounded on the south and east by surface drainage divides and 
on the north and west by faults that restrict groundwater flow. An unnamed north-trending fault forms 
the western boundary and the east-trending Simi fault is the northern boundary. 

Enclosed are your General Waste Discharge Requirements, consisting of Order No. 01-031, 
Monitoring and Reporting Program CI No. 9709, Standard Provisions-Applicable to Waste 
Discharge Requirements. Please note that the discharge limits in Attachment 'A (Tierra Rejada 
Groundwater Basin) and Attachment B of Order. No. 01-031 are applicable to.your discharge if 
groundwater monitoring is required in the future. Should changes to the septic disposal system be, 
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needed, revised engineering drawings showing the change must be filed with the Regional Board a 
minimum of thirty days prior to the change. The discharger must receive approval of such change. 

The Monitoring and Reporting Program requires you to implement the monitoring program on the 
effective date of coverage under this permit. All monitoring reports shall be sent to the Regional Board, 
ATTN: lnformation Technoloav Unit. Please note that the Regional Board Executive Officer may 
require you to develop and implement a groundwater-monitoring program based on the results of the 
technical information pertaining to your septic disposal system. When submitting monitoring or 
technical reports to the Regional Board per these requirements, please include a reference to 
"Compliance File CI No. 9709", which will assure that the reports are directed to the appropriate file 
and staff. Also, please do not combine other reports with your monitoring reports. Submit each type 
of report as a separate document. 

The Discharger shall comply with the Electronic Submittal of lnformation (ESI) requirements by 
submitting all reports required under the MRP, including groundwater monitoring data, discharge 
location data, and pdf reports to the State Water Resources Control Board GeoTracker database, in 
addition to submitting hard copies to the Regional Board office. Once the Discharger demonstrates 
mastery of electronic submittal of reports to GeoTracker for the Site, it may request that the 
Regional Board waive the requirement of submitting hard copies of reports (see June 20, 201 1 ESI 
letter). 

The Regional Board is increasingly concerned about the aggregate effects of discharges from 
individual and community subsurface disposal systems in many areas of Ventura County's 
watersheds and groundwaters. At this time, these WDRs are being issued to regulate an individual 
disposal system. Future requirements, however, may require the discharge to be connected to a 
community collection system, or future requirements may require consistency with the WDRs 
established for a community collection system. 

To avoid paying future annual fees, please submit a written request for termination of your enrollment 
under the general permit in a separate letter if your facility is connected to a sewer and the permit is no 
longer needed. Be aware that the annual fee covers the fiscal year billing period beginning July 1 and 
ending June 30, the following year. You will pay the full annual fee if your request for termination is 
made after the beginning of the new fiscal year beginning July 1.

The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Loss Angcles Region 
(Regional Board), finds: 

1, ' The Califomja Water Code (CWC) section 13260(a)(l) requires that any person 
discharging wastes, or proposing to discharge wastes other than into a community 
wastewater collection system, which could affect the quality of the waters of the 
State, shall file a Report of Waste Discharge with the Regjonal Water Quality 
Control Board- The Regional Board shall then prescribe requirements for the 
discharge or proposed discharge of wastes. 

\ 

2. The California Water Code, section 13263(j), provides that a Regional Board may 
prescribe general waste djscharge requirements for discharges produced by 
similar operations, involving similar types of waste, and requiring similar 
treatment standards. 

3. The Regional Boxd adopted a Revised Water Quality Control. Plan (Basin Plan) 
for the L ~ S  Angeles Region on June 13, 1994. The Water QuaIity Control Plan 

i designates beneficial uses and establishes water quality objectives for 
groundwater and surface water within the Los Angeles Region. Existing 
beneficial uses designated for groundwater and surface water include, among 
others: municipal supply, industrial service supply, industrial. process supply, 
fresh water replenishment, aquaculture, wildlife habitat, and agricultural supply, 
To the extent that the Basin Plan designates addi~ional or different beneficial uses, 
the Basin Plan shall control. 

4. Discharges from small (less than 20,000 gallons per day) commercial and 
multifamily sewage disposall systems infiltrate groundwater. The effluent from 
.small commercial and multifamily sewage disposal systems is considered a 
discharge of waste that could affecr the quality of waters of the State. Any 
surfacing of treated or untreated waste poses a serious threat to public health and 
beneficial uses of groundwater, near-shore waters, and contiguous beaches. 
Discharges of greater than 20,000 galions will normally be required to obtain 
individual waste discharge requirements from the Regional Board.

5. Discharges to land from small domestic small commercial and multifamily sewage 
disposal systems have certain common characteristics, such a s  similar constituents, 
concentrations of constituents, disposal techniques, flow ranges and they require 
the same or similar treatment standards, These types of dischilrges are more 
appropri ate1 y regulated under general Waste Discharge Requirements (general 
WDRs). 

6. Tbese general WDRs apply to discharges throughout the entire Los Angeles 
Region (Los Angeies and Ventura County), however, the Regional Board has 
determined that groundwater underlying small commercial and multifamily 
sewage disposal systems in areas of shallow groundwater and coastal regions has 
been shown to be in hydraulic connection with nearby surface waters and !hit 
groundwater and surface wiiter contarnjnation in areas of Shallow groundwater and 
coastal regions has been attributed to dischrges from septic systems. Therefore, 

' these WDRs jncIude considerations spccjficaIly .~?ddressing areas of shallow 
' groundwater and coastal areas. 

7. Sirice this effluent is considered a discharge of waste that cohd  affect the quality 
of waters of the State, a discharger would brdjnarily be required to file a Report of 
Waste Discharge and [he Regional Board would then.prescribe requirements for 

, the discharge of wastes. However, tlndcr the California Water Code, section 
13269, the Regional Board may waive requirements to file a Repoa of Waste 
Discharge, pmvjded that such a waiver is not against the public interest. In the 
1950s, the Regional Board's predecessor agency granted such waivers for 
residential. septic systems in 45 local agencies in the Region,.incl~ding the County 
of 3Los AngeIes. However, these waivers do not fonnstlly cover several local 
agencies that are actively permitting septic systems. 

8. If Waste Discharge ~e~u i remen t s  were issued to each small commercjal and 
multifamily residential septic system on an individual basis, it wouJd be a very 
lengthy process, Due to limited Regional Board resources, a suteamIjned 
expansion of a permitting program is necessary. The adoption of these general 
Waste Discharge Requirements for dischmgqs frdm small commercial and 
multifamily sewage disposal systems would:

(a) Simplify and expedite the application process for the Discharger; 

(b) Increase effjcienc y of Regional Board staff; and 

(c) Reduce Regional Board time expended on.preparing and 
considering individual Waste Discharge Requirements. 
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9, Only small commercial and multifamily sewage disposal systems with a 
maximum daily flow of 20,000 gallons or less that discharge to Iand are eligible 
for coverage under these general WDRs. Single family residences with small 
domestic systems, for purposes of these general WDRts, are specifically excluded. 
It remains the discretion of the Regional Board to require W R s  for discharges 
from single family residences when necessary to protect water quality. 

10, This Order establishes minimum standards only for small domestic systems. The 
discharger must comply with any more stringent standards jn the'appljcable Basin 
Plan. In the event of a conflict between the provisions of this Order and the Basin 
Plan, the more stringent provision prevails. 

By enrolli~lg small commercial and multjfamjly sewage disposal systems under 
Waste Discharge ~e~ui re rne i t s ,  the Regional Board can also issue Monitoring 
and Reporting Prograrns that require djschjrgers to rnonilor their effluent, 
groundwater that may be affected by the discharge, and, in some cases, nearby 
surface waters that may be affected by the discharge. The results of the 
monitoring will be reported to. the Regional Board. The Regional Board expects 
that this monitoring will assist in the delineation of impacts of effluent from small 
commercial and multifamily sewage disposal systems on groundwater and surfa.ce 
water. 

The majority of the small commercial and ~kultifstmily sewage disposal systems ip  

the ILos Angeles Region do not currently have Waste Discharge Requirements, 
nor do they have corresponding Monitoring and Reporting. Programs. Small, 
commercial and rnultifamil y sewage disposal systems (septic systems, for 
exqmplc) typically provide only'primary treatment to wastewater before it i s  
discharged to groundwater through a seepage pit or leachfield disposal system. 
The effluent from these systems is not monitored, and, as a result, the effluent 
quality is generally not known. 

These general Waste Discharge Requirements (for the discharge of commercial 
and residential wastes to small commercial and mu1 tifamily sewage disposal 
systems), would benefit the public, the staff and the Regional Bead by 
acceleratbg the review process without loss of regulatory jurisdiction and 
oversight. 

All requirements contained in this Order, as they are met, will be in conforrnn~lce 
with the goals of the Basin Plan, 

15. These general Waste Discharge ~equirements are not intended to alter or 
supersede existing restrictions or conditions imposed. by other government 
agencies on the project. 
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16, Dischargers seeking coverage under these general WDRs shall file: (1) a standard 
application for WDRs (Report of Waste Discharge), a Fom 200, or an equivalent 
document; and (2) a first annual fee of $200 (corresponding to the appropriate 
Threat to Water Quality and Complexity of 3(C) in the fee schedule listed in 
section 2200 of title 23, Califon~ia Code of Regulations (CCB)). In addition to 
information required by Form 200 and the RoWD, the application must include: 

(a) A list of all property owners, including current 
mailing addresses, within 1,500 feet of the adjacent 
parcels owned by the same applicant, or contiguous 
to-the property line (rural) and 500 feet of the 
property line (urban); 

(b) Documentwtjon that Discharger has notified all property owners 
jdentified in (a) above, of their intent to seek enrollment under the 
general WDRs and that all property owners identified in (a) above 
shall have 30 clays to provide comments, in writing, to the 
Regional Board Executive Officer. 

(c)  Documentation that ,the local lead agency has 
satisfied the requirements of the California 
Environrnenral Quality Act (Chapter 3, Division 13, 
Public Resources Code); and \ 

(d) An acceptable hydrogeologic report or a statement 
to waive a hydrogeologic report. 

17. Upon review by the Executive Officer, a determination will be made as to 
whether or not coverage under these general WDRs is appropriate, A letter from 
the Regional Board's Executive Officer shall notify the discharger when coverage 
under these general WDRs has'begun.

18. Although a discharge may be eligible for coverage under this general WRR, the 
Executive Officer may determine that the discharge would be better regulated 
under m individual WDR, under another general WDR, or under a National 
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) pennit for discharges to 
surface waters, If a discharge is locared in an environmentally sensitive area ox 
within 100 feet of any stream, channel, or other watercourse or waterbody, or in 
an area where groundwater is less than 20 feet bdow grade, the  Executive Officer 
must, within 120 days after submission of a complete R o w ,  consider if an 
individual pernit is necessary in lieu of the general WDRs and is more 
appropriate in the interest of water quality. If a discharge is regulated under an 
individual or general WDR, or a waiver, or under an NPDES permit, the 
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applicabitity of this general WDR to the discharge is immediately terminated on 
the effective Bate of the WDR. 

19. This general WDR is intended to cover both new and existing small domestic 
systems. The adoption of WDRs for existing small domestic systems is exempt 
from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) under CCR, Title 14, 
Section 15261 or Section 15301 as ongoing or existing projects. 

20.* The State Water Resources Control, Board (SWRCB) has adopted a Mitigated 
Negative Declarstion in compliance with CEQA for new small domestic systems 
in connectiorl with the adoption of Order No. 97-10 DWQ. The potential ' 

significant erivironmental impacts from discharges from new small wastewater 
treatment systems can be mitigated to a level of insignificance by cvrnpliance 
with this Order. 

21. pursuant to Section 13263 of the CWC, the Regional Board, in establishing the 
requirements contained hercin, considered factors including, but not limited to, 
the followi~.~g: 

(a) Past, present, and probable future beneficial usesof water;

If the discharge is eligible, the Executive Officer shall notify 
the discharger that the discharge is authorized under the terms and conditions of  
this Order and prescribe an appropriate monitoring and reporting program, For 
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new discharges, Ihe discharge shall not commence until receipt of the Executive 
Officer's written determination. ' 

1, For existing small commercial and multifamily sewage disposal systems, an entity 
or agency (hereinafter called the Discharger) must accept permanent 

. responsibility for the Waste Discharge Requirements and <he Monitoring and 
Reporting Program for the small commercial and multjfamily sewage disposal 
systems. Xn the case of a cornrnexcjal development, this entity or agency must be 
the property owner. In the case of a multifamily residential development, this 
entity or agency must be the homeowners' association, the conciominium owners' 

( association, or the property owner. The Discharger must comply wjth all 
conditions of these Waste Discharge Requirements. 

For fr~ture commercial or rnultjfamily residential develppments, the applicant 
(Developer) is responsible for complirince with this Order up to the time that a 
wrjtten agreement between the applicant and the Discharger becomes effective. 
The applicant shall provide a copy of the transfer agreement to the ~egiond 
Board 30 days before its effective date. VioIntions may result in enforcement 
actions, including Regional Board Order or court orders, requjring corrective 
sclion or imposing civil monetary liability, or in modification or revocation of 
Waste Discharge Requireinents by the Regional Board, 

The Discharger must notify the Executive Officer, in writing, at least 30 days in 
advance of any proposed transfer of this Order's responsibility and coverage to a 
new Discharger. The notice must include n written agreement between the 
existing and new Discharger containing a, specific date for the transfer of 
responsibility under this Order and campliance between the current Discharger 
and the new Discharger. Such agreement shall include an acknowledgment that 
the existing Discharger is liable for violations up to the transfer date and that the 
new Discharger is IiabTe on and after the transfer date (CWC section 13267 and 
13263). 

D. INFLUENT LIMITATIONS: . 
1. Wastes discharged into the wastewater treatment and disposal system shall be ' 

limited to commercial and multifamiIy residential wastewater only; no indus~al  
wastes' shall be discharged into the septic system. 

2 .  The maximum daily flow of influent from the collection system shall not exceed 
20,000 gallons per day. This flow limitation also applies to effluent discharged to 
the disposal system (seepage pitsfleachfields). 

For the purposes of this General WDR, industrial wastes are defined as any unwanted materials from an 
indbstrial operation.

E. RECEXVING WATER LIMITATXONS: 

1. Receiving water, for the purpose of the general WDRs, shall be defined as 
groundwater at a point no greater than fjfty (50) feet hydraulically downgradient 
of the furthermost extent of the disposal area, or the property line of the 
Discharger, whichever is less. Compliance with receiving water limitations shall 
be determined using a minimum of three (3) appropriately located groundwater 
monitoring wells. The number, location and construction derails of all morritoring 
wells are subject to approval of the Executive Officer. Disposal systems in close 
proximity to each other may, in order to reduce monitoring costs and complexity, 
and at the Executive Officers discretion, pi-opose a joint receiving water 
rnoni torjng program,

D. Laboratory analyses - all chemical, bacteriological, and toxicity analyses shall be 
conducted at a laboratory certified for such analyses by the California Department 
of Public Health Environmental Laboratory Accreditation Program (ELAP). A copy 
of the laboratory certification shall be provided each time a new andlor renewal is 
obtained from ELAP.

E. The method limits (MLs) employed for effluent analyses shall be lower than the 
permit limits established for a given parameter, unless the Discharger can 
demonstrate that a particular ML is not attainable and obtains approval for a higher 
ML from the Executive Officer. At least once a year, the Discharger shall submit a 
list of the analytical methods employed for each test and the associated laboratory 
quality assurance/quality control (QAIQC) procedures. 

F. All QAIQC samples must be run on the same dates when samples were actually 
analyzed. The Discharger shall make available for inspection and/or submit the 
QAIQC documentation upon request by Regional Board staff. 

Proper chain of custody procedures must be followed and a copy of the chain of 
custody documentation shall be submitted with the report. 

G. Each monitoring report must affirm in writing that "All analyses were conducted 
at a laboratory certified for such analyses by the California Department of Health 
Services, and in accordance with current United States Environmental Protection 
Agency (USEPA) guideline procedures or as specified in this Monitoring 
Program." Proper chain of custody procedures must be followed and a copy of 
the completed chain of custody form shall be submitted with the report. 

H. For every item where the requirements are not met, the Discharger shall submit a 
statement of the cause(s), and actions undertaken or proposed which will bring the 
discharge into full compliance with waste discharge requirements at the earliest 
possible time, including a timetable for implementation of those actions. 

I. The Discharger shall maintain all sampling and analytical results, including strip 
charts; date; exact place, and time of sampling; dates analyses were performed; 
analyst's name; analytical techniques used; and results of all analyses. Such 
records shall be retained for a minimum of three years. This period of retention 
shall be extended during the course of any unresolved litigation regarding this 
discharge, or when requested by the Regional Board. 

J. In reporting the monitoring data, the Discharger shall arrange the data in tabular 
form so that the date, the constituents, and the concentrations are readily 
discernible. The data shall be summarized to demonstrate compliance with the 
requirements and, where applicable, shall include results of receiving water 
observations. 

K. Any mitigationlremedial activity including any pre-discharge treatment conducted at 
the site must be reported in the quarterly monitoring report. 

L. Each monitoring report shall contain a separate section titled "Summary of Non- 
Compliance" which discusses the compliance record and the corrective actions 
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taken or planned that may be needed to bring the discharge into full compliance 
with WDRs. This section shall be located at the front of the report and shall 
clearly list all non-compliance with discharge requirements, as well as all 
excursions of effluent limitations. 

11. SEPTIC TANK AND DISPOSAL SYSTEM MONITORING REQUIREMENTS 

The quarterly reports shall contain the following information: 

1. Average and maximum daily waste flow and average water usage rate for each 
month of the quarter, in gallons per day. In the absence of a flow meter, a water 
bill can be used to estimate the flow discharge. 

2. Estimated population served during each month of the reporting period. 

3. Results of at least monthly observations in the disposal area for any overflow or 
surfacing of wastes. 

In addition, the Discharger shall annually submit an operation and maintenance report 
on the septic system. The information to be contained in the report shall include, at a 
minimum, the following: 

1. The name and address of the person or company responsible for the operation 
and maintenance of the facility; 

2. Type of maintenance (preventive or corrective action performed); 

3. Frequency of maintenance, if preventive; 

4. Periodic pumping out of the septic tank; and 

I 5. Maintenance records of the septic disposal system. 

Ill. GROUNDWATER MONITORING PROGRAM 

A groundwater monitoring program will not be required at this time. In the future; the 
Executive Officer may determine that a groundwater monitoring program is needed to 

~ fully evaluate the impact from your wastewater discharge in groundwater. 

I IV. WASTE HAULING REPORTING 

In the event that waste sludge, septage, or other wastes are hauled offsite, the name 
and address of the hauler shall be reported, along with types and quantities hauled 
during the reporting period and'the location of the final point of disposal. In the event 
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that no wastes are hauled during the reporting period, a statement to that effect shall be 
submitted. 

V. MONITORING FREQUENCIES 

Specifications in this monitoring program are subject to periodic revisions. Monitoring 
requirements may be modified or revised by the Executive Officer based on review of 
monitoring data submitted pursuant to this Order. Monitoring frequencies may be 
adjusted to a less frequent basis or parameters and locations dropped by the Executive 
Officer if the Discharger makes a request and the request is backed by statistical trends of 
monitoring data submitted. 

VI. ELECTRONIC SUBMITTAL OF INFORMATION 

The Discharger shall submit all reports required under the MRP, including groundwater 
monitoring data, and discharge location data to the State Water Resources Control 
Board GeoTracker database, in addition to submitting hard copies to the Regional Board 
office. Once the Discharger demonstrates mastery of electronic submittal of reports to 
GeoTracker for the Site, it may request that the Regional Board waive the requirement 
of submitting hard copies of reports. 

VII. CERTIFICATION STATEMENT. 

Each report shall contain the following completed declaration: 

"I certify under penalty of law that this document, including all attachments 
and supplemental information, was prepared under my direction or 
supervision in accordance with a system designed to assure that qualified 
personnel properly gathered and evaluated the information submitted. 
Based on my inquiry of the person or persons who manage the system, or 
those persons directly responsible for gathering the information, the 
information submitted is, to the best of my knowledge and belief, true, 
accurate, and complete. I am aware that there are significant penalties for 
submitting false information, including the possibility of a fine and 
imprisonment.
