The following events were conducted between the reporting period of July 1 through December 31, 2018:

Dry weather Sampling
¢ LA County sampled at mass emission station S13 (Coyote Creek) on July 10, 2018.
o KLI sampled long-term assessment/TMDL stations GR1 (SG River) and NFC1 (North Fork) on July
10, 2018.

Wet Weather Sampling
e LA County sampled S13 (Coyote Creek) three times in the reporting period: November 23, 2018,
November 29-30, 2018, and December 6, 2018.
o KLI sampled the following stations during the reporting period:
o GR1 (SG River) on December 6, 2018.
NFC1 (North Fork) on November 29-30, 2018 and December 6, 2018.
Outfall station BC1 (Diamond Bar) on November 29-30, 2018 and December 6, 2018.
Outfall station CC2 (Artesia/Norwalk) on November 29-30, 2018 and December 6, 2018.
Outfall station SG1 (Maplewood@Alondra) on November 29-30, 2018 and December 6,
2018.
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LSGR Harbor Toxics TMDL Sampling
e KLI sampled S13 (Coyote Creek) for the Harbor Toxics TMDL on November 29-30, 2018 and
December 6, 2018.
o KLI sampled GR1 (SG River) for the Harbor Toxics TMDL on December 6, 2018.




LSGR Bacteria TMDL Sampling

e KLI Sampled GR1 (SG River), NFC1 (North Fork), and S13 (Coyote Creek) quarterly as part of the
Bacteria TMDL requirement. These occurred on August 8, 2018 and November 8, 2018.
