Chair Young as the alternate, and Board Member McGrath will serve as the Board's Bay Conservation
and Development Commission representative, with Board Member Abe-Koga as the alternate.

Board Member McGrath had a question regarding the settlement of the Friendly Cab enforcement
action and the Board’s approach to investigating these types of cases. Mr. Wolfe and Dr. Mumley

responded.
