Thank you for the opportunity to review and comment on the February 6, 2014 tentative order for
municipal wastewater discharges of nutrients to San Francisco Bay. Generally, we support the
conditions of the proposed permit, with the following minor revision. While the evaluation of
treatment upgrades conducted under Order section VI.C.2 contains the requirement to identify and
report the “associated nitrogen and phosphorous removal levels”, the evaluation of treatment
optimization and sidestream treatment does not. To resolve our concern over this omission, we ask
that you also include this requirement for the treatment and sidestream evaluations conducted
under Order section VI.C.1.
