Order for Water Quality Certification and Waste Discharge Requirements for the Napa County
Flood Control and Water Conservation District to implement its Stream Maintenance Program,
as detailed in the Napa County Stream Maintenance Manual. The Tentative Order authorizes
routine maintenance activities including vegetation management, downed tree management,
erosion protection/bank stabilization, sediment and debris removal, and other minor maintenance
activities within the Napa River watershed.

The Water Board intends to consider adopting the Tentative Order during a meeting to
commence at 9:00 a.m. on July 10, 2019, in the Auditorium of the Elihu Harris State Building at
1515 Clay Street in Oakland. Interested persons are invited to attend and express their views at
the public hearing. Pursuant to section 2050(c) of title 23 of the California Code of Regulations,
any party that challenges the Water Board’s action on this matter through a petition to the State
Water Resources Control Board under Water Code section 13320 will be limited to raising only
those substantive issues or objections that were raised before the Water Board at the public
hearing or in timely submitted written correspondence.
