The Tentative Order addresses the disposal of hydraulically
dredged sediment from Suisun City Marina, the Marina Village Residential District, and
associated navigation access channels in or adjacent to the northern terminus of Suisun
Slough onto ponds located at the site.

The Water Board will receive oral
public testimony on the Tentative Order at the hearing. Time limits may be imposed on oral
testimony at the public hearing.
