ORDER 

INTRODUCTIONSection I: 

This Settlement Agreement and Stipulation for Entry of Administrative Civil Liability 
Order (Stipulated Order) is entered into by and between the California Regional Water 
Quality Control Board, San Francisco Bay Region, Prosecution Team (Prosecution 
Team) and Phillips 66 Company (Phillips 66) (collectively, Parties), and is presented to 
the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, San Francisco Bay Region 
(Regional Water Board), or its delegate for adoption as an Order by settlement pursuant 
to Water Code section 13323 and Government Code section 11415.60. This Stipulated 
Order resolves all the violations alleged herein by imposing administrative civil liability 
against Phillips 66 in the amount of $80,000. 

PROSECUTION TEAM ALLEGATIONS Section II: 

1. Phillips 66 owns and operates the San Francisco Refinery at Rodeo in Contra Costa 
County (Facility), which processes an average crude oil throughput of approximately 
84,000 barrels per day. The Facility produces gasoline, diesel fuel, fuel oil, and other 
petroleum products and by-products. The Facility discharges treated process 
wastewater via Discharge Point No. 002, once-through cooling water via Discharge 
Point No. 003, and stormwater runoff via Discharge Point No. 004, to San Pablo Bay. 

2. Phillips 66 is required to operate and maintain the Facility in compliance with 
National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Permit No. CA0005053 
(Permit), an NPDES permit for point source discharges to surface waters of the 
United States issued pursuant to Clean Water Act section 402 and California Water 
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
