Rescind Order No. R3-2013-0020

The Santa Lucia Community Services District recycles less than 100,000 gallons per day of
sanitary wastewater from its gated community to its golf course. The discharge is regulated under
an individual master recycling permit (Order No. R3-2013-0020), which was adopted in 2013. The
Santa Lucia Community Services District discharge is in good standing. After the individual waste
discharge requirements were adopted, the Santa Lucia Community Services District requested
revised waste discharge requirements that acknowledge a new effleunt storage pond. Since the
Central Coast Water Board prefers to regulate using available general waste discharge
requirements, unless specific circumstances warrant individual waste discharge requirements, staff
proposes that the discharger’s requested revision take the form of a rescission of the existing
individual waste discharge requirements and a concurrent enrollment under the State Water
Resources Control Board Order WQ 2014-0153-DWQ General Waste Discharge Requirements
For Small Domestic Wastewater Treatment Systems.
