PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

The County of Los Angeles Department of Public Works (LACDPW) discharges groundwater
from maintaining the injection wells and the extraction wells as part of the Dominguez Gap Barrier
project to control seawater intrusion into the groundwater basins in the Wilmington area.
LACDPW redevelops and constructs new wells every two to four years.  Some of the wells will
discharge into Los Angeles Inner Harbor, Dominguez Channel, and Los Angeles River (below
Willow Street).  The LACDPW built a temporary pipeline to convey discharges from the Long
Beach Pump Plant to downstream of Willow Street.  The wastewater is pumped to a settling
tank unit before the discharge.

VOLUME AND DESCRIPTION OF DISCHARGE:

A total of up to 1.0 million gallons per day of groundwater will be discharged from well
construction and maintenance activities.  The discharge will be released from the facility into
local storm drains located along Anaheim and Spring Street, thence into Los Angeles Inner
Harbor, Dominguez Channel, and Los Angeles River (below Willow Street), waters of the
United States. See Figure 1 for the well locations.  The discharge outfalls locations are listed
below:

Based on the information provided, the analytical data showed reasonable potential for toxics to
exist in groundwater above the Screening Levels for Potential Pollutants of Concern in Potable
Groundwater in Attachment A.  Therefore, the effluent limits for toxic compounds in Section E.1.
and E.2. are applicable to your discharge.  The discharge flows into the Los Angeles Inner
Harbor, Dominguez Channel, and Los Angeles River (below Willow Street); therefore,
discharge limitations in Attachment B are not applicable to your discharge.
