Order No. R4-2012-0026 
serves as your NPDES permit and expires on January 10, 2017. Section 13376 of the California 
Water Code requires that an application and Report of Waste Discharge for a new permit must be 
filed at least 180 days before the expiration date.

When submitting monitoring or technical reports to 
the Regional Board, as required by your "Monitoring and Reporting ProgramJ', please send them 
ATTN: Information Technoloav Unit and include a reference to "Compliance File No. "7449 for 
Order No. R4-2012-0026 to assure that the reports are directed to the appropriate file and staff. 
Please do not combine your discharge monitoring with other reports. Submit each type of report 
as a separate document. 

The Regional Water Board is implementing a paperless office system to reduce paper use, 
increase efficiency and provide a more effective way for our staff, the public and interested parties 
to view water quality documents. Therefore, please convert all regulatory documents, 
submissions, data, and correspondence that you would normally submit to us as hard copies to a 
searchable Portable Document Format (PDF).
