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PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Equilon Enterprises LLC d.b.a. Shell Oil Products US (Shell) operates a gasoline service
station at 11151 Long Beach Boulevard in Lynwood. The groundwater beneath the site is
contaminated with benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, xylenes, methyl tertiary butyl ether,
tertiary butyl alcohol, and di-isopropyl ether. Shell extracts and treats the petroleum-
impacted groundwater using two filtration units, and three granular activated carbon vessels.

VOLUME AND DESCRIPTION OF DISCHARGE

Shell discharges up to 43,200 gallons per day of treated groundwater to a storm drain
located at Outfall No. 1 (Latitude 33° 55’ 50", Longitude 118° 13’ 30”). The discharge flows
to the Los Angeles River, a water of the United States. See Figures 1 and 2 for the site
location and schematic of the treatment system, respectively.

FREQUENCY OF DISCHARGE

The discharge is continuous and will last about three years.
REUSE OF WATER
Shell considered alternative reuse and/or method of disposal; however, none of the

alternatives considered were feasible at the site. Therefore, the treated groundwater will be
discharged to the storm drain.
