STATE WATER RESOURCES CONTROL BOARD RESOLUTION NO. 2012-0032, 
APPROVING WATER QUALITY CONTROL POLICY FOR SITING, DESIGN, OPERATION, 
AND MAINTENANCE OF ONSITE WASTEWATER TREATMENT SYSTEMS, 3750 SIERRA 
HIGHWAY, ACTON, CA 93510 (ORDER NO. 01-031, FILE NO. 01-079, Cl-8309, GLOBAL ID 
WDR1 00000490) 

Dear Mr. Messerschmidt: 

The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Los Angeles Region (Regional Board), is 
the public agency with primary responsibility for the protection of ground and surface water 
quality for all beneficial uses of water within major portions of Los Angeles and Ventura 
Counties, including your property. 

The subject facility is a commercial building with an onsite wastewater treatment system 
(OWTS) consisting of a 5,000-gallon septic tank and two (2) seepage pits. The estimated 
maximum daily volume of wastewater discharged into the OWTS is 3,333 gallons per day (gpd). 
Unless properly designed, operated and maintained, OWTS have a potential for impacting both 
surface and ground water quality. Consequently, the Regional Board has regulated your OWTS 
by a permit in order to protect water quality. Your OWTS has been regulated by the Regional 
Board General Waste Discharge Order No. 01-031 and the associated monitoring and reporting 
program (MRP) Cl No. 8309. 

On June 19, 2012, State Water Resources Control Board (State Board) adopted Resolution No. 
2012-0032, which adopted the "Water Quality Control Policy for Siting, Design, Operation and 
Maintenance of Onsite Wastewater Treatment Systems" (OWTS Policy). The OWTS Policy 
became effective on May 13, 2013 and subsequently was incorporated into the Regional Board 
Water Quality Control Plan (Basin Plan) by Resolution No. R14-007 , adopted on May 8, 2014. 

Regional Board staff have reviewed the information provided and have determined that the 
subject facility meets the conditions specified in the OWTS Policy, Tier 0 (section 6.0). 
Therefore, effective July 1, 2015 the subject site will be covered by the waiver included in the 
OWTS Policy. 

Therefore, the current coverage of General WDR Order No. 01-031 and the associated 
monitoring and reporting program (MRP) Cl No. 8309 are terminated. The conditional waiver 
contained in the OWTS Policy waives the requirements to obtain waste discharge requirements 
(WDRs),·and pay fees.

Failure to abide by the conditions of the OWTS Policy, the waiver of waste discharge 
requirements, and this letter authorizing applicability, could result in enforcement actions as 
authorized by provisions of the California Water Code.

Tier 0 - Existing OWTS 

Existing OWTS that are properly functioning and .d.o not meet the conditions of failing 
systems or otherwis.e require corrective actipn (for .example, to prevent groundwater. 
impairment) as ~pecifically described· in Tier 4, and are not determined to be 
c-ontributing to ·an impairment of surfaee water as specificc:tlly described. in Tier 3, are 
automatically included ln Tier o .. 

6.0 .coverage for Properly Operating .Existing OWTS

Conditional Waiver of Waste Discharge Requirements

groundwater.

12:0:4 The OWTS shall n·ot cause orcon.tribute to a. c.ohdition ofnuisance··or 
pollution. 

12.0.5 The OWTS shall comply with all applicable local · agen~y codes, 
ordinances, and requirements·.
