Based on the information provided, the discharge from your facility meets the
conditions specified in Order No. R4-2002-0125, Waste Discharge Requirements for Treated
Groundwater and Other Wastewaters From Investigation and/or Cleanup of Petroleum Fuel-
Contaminated Sites to Surface Waters in Coastal Watersheds of Los Angeles and Ventura
Counties (General NPDES Permit No. 834001), adopted by this Board on July 11, 2002.

Enclosed are your Waste Discharge Requirements, which also serve as your General NPDES
permit, consisting of Order No. R4-2002-0125 and Monitoring and Reporting Program (MRP) No.
