REVISED COVERAGE UNDER GENERAL NATIONAL POLLUTANT DISCHARGE
ELIMINATION SYSTEM AND WASTE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS—CHEVRON EMC-
FORMER UNOCAL STATION NO. 6990, 20000 BLOOMFIELD AVENUE, CERRITOS,
CALIFORNIA (NPDES NO. CAG994004, CI-8365)

We have completed our review of your Notice of Intent (NOI) Form dated June 4, 2007, and the
analytical results of representative groundwater samples submitted in order to continue enroliment
under the General NPDES Permit. Discharge of groundwater generated from the above-
referenced facility is currently regulated under NPDES General Permit No. CAG834001, Waste
Discharge Requirements for Treated Groundwater and Other Wastewaters from Investigation
and/or Cleanup of Petroleum Fuel-Contaminated Sites to Surface Waters in Coastal Watersheds
of Los Angeles and Ventura Counties (Order No. R4-2002-0125) adopted by this Board on July
11, 2002.

However, based on the attached Fact Sheet and other information provided which indicated the
presence of heavy metals in your discharge, we have determined that your discharge at the
above-referenced site is more appropriately regulated under Order No. R4-2003-0111, General
National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System Permit and Waste Discharge Requirements for
Groundwater Discharges from Construction and Project Dewatering to Surface Waters in Coastal
Watersheds of Los Angeles and Ventura Counties, adopted by this Board on August 7, 2003.
Therefore, Order No. R4-2003-0111, supersedes your enrollment under Order No. R4-2002-0125.
Your existing enroliment under Order No. R4-2002-0125 will be terminated in a separate letter.

Enclosed are your Waste Discharge Requirements, which also serve as your NPDES permit,
consisting of Order No. R4-2003-0111 and Monitoring and Reporting Program No. CI-8365. The
discharge limitations in Part E.1.a. and b. of Order No. R4-2003-0111 for the specific constituents
listed on the Table with the enclosed Fact Sheet are applicable to your discharge. The
groundwater discharge from the project drains into Coyote Creek. Therefore, the discharge
limitations in Attachment B of Order No. R4-2003-0111 are not applicable to your discharge. Prior
to starting discharge, a representative sample of the effluent shall be obtained and analyzed to
determine compliance with the discharge limitations.
