your NPDES permit.

The lette[
indicated that you have ceased discharging groundwater from the subject project site to Weldon
Canyon Channel since early 2006. '.

On April 19, 2007, Board staff inspected the project site and verified that there is no discharge of
groundwater from the site to the channel. Since there is no discharge of groundwater from the
site, coverage under Board Order No. R4-2003-0111, General NPDES Permit No. CAG994004,
for thesubjectsiteis herebyterminatedexceptfor enforcementpurposes. .
