C.. By January 30 of each year, begmnlng January 30, 2008, the Dlscharger shall submit an.
~ annual summary report to the Regional Board. The report shall contain both tabular. and
graphical summaries of the monltonng data obtained during the previous calendar year. In
addition, the Discharger shall explain the compliance record and the corrective actions
taken or planned, which may be needed to bring the dlscharge into full ‘compliance with
the waste discharge requirements (WDRs).

D. Each monltorlng report shall contain a separate sectlon titled “Summary of Non-
Compliance” which discusses the compliance record and the corrective actions taken or’
planned that may be needed to bring the discharge into full compliance with WDRs. This
section shall be located at the front of the report and shall clearly list all non-compliance
with discharge requirements, as. well as all excursions. of effluent limitations.

E. The Discharger shall comply with requirements contained in Section G of Order No. R4-

2005-0030 “Monitoring and Reporting Requirements” in addition to the aforementioned
requirements.

Ill. GROUNDWATER MONITORING PROGRAM

A groundwater-monltonng program shall be designed to detect and evaluate impacts "

- associated with the injection activities. The Discharger shall sample up-gradient well MW-7,
" cross-gradient wells MW-3 and TDD-1R and downgradient well MW-6 (see enclosed Figure 1)
to -provide -groundwater quality information prior to and after the ozone injection. These

sampling stations shall not be changed and any proposed change of monitoring locations shall -

be ldentlfled and approved by the Regional Board Executive Officer (Executive Officer) prior to
. their use. Groundwater from the wells noted above shall be monitored for the duration of the
remediation in accordance with the following discharge monitoring program:
