In our letter dated November 9, 2009, we informed you that the subject discharge is regulated
under Order No. R4-2003-0108, General National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System and
Waste Discharge Requirements for Discharges of Groundwater from Potable Water Supply Wells
to Surface Waters in Coastal Watersheds of Los Angeles and Ventura Counties, which also
serves as your NPDES permit.

In a letter dated July 1, 2010, you requested termination of the subject permit because you
have stopped your discharge. On August 11, 2010, Regional Board staff inspected the facility
and verified that ~here is no discharge to surface waters from the project.
