2012-0032, 
APPROVING WATER QUALITY CONTROL POLICY FOR SITING, DESIGN, OPERATION, 
AND MAINTENANCE OF ONSITE WASTEWATER TREATMENT SYSTEMS, LAS POSAS 
COUNTRY CLUB, 955 FAIRWAY DRIVE, CAMARILLO, CALIFORNIA 93010 (FILE NO. 09-
065, Cl NO. 9670, GLOBAL ID WDR1 00001245) 

Dear Ms. McNolty: 

The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Los Angeles Region (Regional Board), is 
the public agency with primary responsibility for the protection of ground and surface water 
quality for all beneficial uses of water within major portions of Los Angeles and Ventura 
Counties, including your property. 

The subject facility is a golf course with three onsite wastewater treatment system (OWTS). The 
first OWTS consists of a 1 ,000-gallon septic tank and a 4-foot-diameter and 65-foot-deep 
seepage pits. The second OWTS consists of a 1 ,000-gallon septic tank and a 1 00-foot long 
leach line. The third OWTS consists of a 1 ,000-gallon septic tank and a 1 00-foot long leach line. 
The estimated maximum daily volume of wastewater discharged into all three OWTS is 1,020 
gallons per day (gpd). Unless properly designed, operated and maintained; OWTS have a 
potential for impacting both surface and ground water quality. Consequently, the Regional 
Board has regulated your OWTS by a permit in order to protect water quality. Your OWTS has 
been regulated by the Regional Board General Waste Discharge Order No. 01-031 and the 
associated monitoring and reporting program (MRP) Cl No. 9670. 

On June 19, 2012, State Water Resources Control Board (State Board) adopted Resolution No. 
2012-0032, which adopted the "Water Quality Control Policy for Siting, Design, Operation and 
Maintenance of Onsite Wastewater Treatment Systems" (OWTS Policy). The OWTS Policy 
became effective on May 13, 2013 and subsequently was incorporated into the Regional Board 
Water Quality Control Plan (Basin Plan) by Resolution No. R14-007, adopted on May 8, 2014. 

Regional Board staff have reviewed the information provided and have determined that the 
subject faci lity meets the conditions specified in the OWTS Policy, Tier 0 (section 6.0) . 
Therefore, effective immediately the subject site will be covered by the waiver included in the 
OWTS Policy.

Therefore, the current coverage of General WDR Order No. 01-031 and the associated 
monitoring and reporting program (MRP) Cl No. 9670 are terminated. The conditional waiver 
contained in the OWTS Policy waives the requirements to submit a report of waste discharge, 
obtain waste discharge requirements, and pay fees. 

Enclosed are the requirements for Tier 0 and the Conditional Waiver of Waste Discharge 
Requirements (section 12 of the OWTS Policy). Should changes to the septic disposal system 
be needed, revised engineering drawings showing the change must be filed with the Regional 
Board a minimum of thirty days prior to the change. The discharger must receive approval of 
such change. The complete OWTS Policy is available at:

Failure to abide by the conditions of the OWTS Policy, the waiver of waste discharge 
requirements, and this letter authorizing applicability, could result in enforcement actions as 
authorized by provisions of the California Water Code.

Tier 0 - Existing OWTS 

Existing OWTS that are properly functioning and d.o not meet the conditions of failing 
systems or otherwis.e require corrective action (for .exampie, to prevent groundwater 
impairment) as ~pecifi ca l ly described in Tier 4, and are not determined to be 
contributing to ·an impairment of surface water as specifically described in Tier 3, are 
automatically included in Tie1· 0.

Coverage for 'Properly Operating Existing OWTS 

Existing OIJI./TS are automatically covered by Tier 0 and the .herein included 
waiver of waste discharge requirements if they meet the following 
requirements: 

6.1.1 have .a projected flow of 10,000 gallons-per-.day or less; 

6.1.2 receive only domestic wastewater from .residential or commercial 
buildings, or high-strength wastewater from commercial food service 
building$ that .does not exceed 900 mg/L BOD .and has a properly sized 
and functioning oil/grease interce.ptor (a.k.a . . grease· trap); .

Conditional Waiver of Waste Discharge Requirements 

12.0 In accordance with Water Code section 13269, the State Water Board hereby 
waives the requirements to submit a report of waste discharge. obtain waste 
discharge requirements, and pqy fees for discharges from OWTS covered by this 
Policy. Owners of OWTS covered by th is P.olicy shall comply with the following 
conditions: 

12.0.1 The OWTS sha ll function as designed with no surfacing effluent 

12.0.2 The OWTS shall not util ize a dispersal system that is in soil saturated with 
groundwater. 

12.0·.3 The OWTS shall not be operated while inundated by a storrn or flood 
event. 

12.0.4 The OWTS shall not cause or contribute to a c.ond ition of nuisance--or 
pollution. 

12.0.5 The OWTS shall comply with all applicable local agenc:y codes, 
ordinances, and requirements. 

12.0.6The OVVTS shall complywith arid meet . any af!Jplicable TMDL 
. implementation re:qu.il:ements,,·special pr-ovisions for ·impaired water 
bodies, 0r supplementallreatment·requirements imposed .by Tier 3. 

12.0. T The OMS shall comply with :any ·.corrective .action requirements of Tjer 4. 

12.1 This waiver-may be -revok ed by the State Water: Board or the applicable Re.gional 
Water Board .for any-discharge from ·an OWT:S, o·r.trom ·a category ofOWTS.
