Groups are
encouraged to designate a spokesperson and to contact Sue McConnell at
sue.mcconnell@waterboards.ca.gov no later than 11 August 2021 if they anticipate
requiring more than three minutes for oral comments. Persons making oral comments
may be asked to respond to clarifying questions from Central Valley Water Board
members, counsel, staff, or others, at the discretion of the Board Chair. The Chair
may, at his discretion, allow presenters to supplement their oral testimony with slides
or other digital media. If you plan to use visual aids such as PowerPoint slides, contact
staff prior to the meeting to arrange for equipment set-up.
