NOTICE OF WRITTEN COMMENT PERIOD

The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, San Diego Region (San Diego
Water Board) is releasing Tentative Order No. R9-2026-0081, Clean Water Act Section
401 Water Quality Certification and Waste Discharge Requirements Order No. 2003-
0017-DWQ for HomeFed Fanita Rancho LLC, Fanita Ranch Project, San Diego County
(Tentative Order) for public review and comment.

The San Diego Water Board is considering adoption of the Tentative Order in response
to an application submitted by HomeFed Fanita Rancho LLC (Discharger) for the
discharge of permanent fill material to 4.86 acres (97,960 linear feet) of ephemeral
streambed, 0.80 acre (1,230 linear feet) of wetland, and 0.015 acre (95 linear feet) of
vernal pool and seasonal depression waters of the United States and/or State from the
Fanita Ranch Project (Project). The Project is located near Fanita Parkway in the City of
Santee, San Diego County, California.

The Tentative Order authorizes unavoidable direct impacts by the Project to non-
wetland stream channel, wetland, and vernal pool and seasonal depression waters and
requires the Discharger to implement compensatory mitigation sufficient to offset the
permanent impacts. The Project includes mass grading and construction of a mixed-use
development, including roadways and utility infrastructure. The development will

be comprised of three village clusters with up to 3,008 housing units and a

large Habitat Preserve of natural open space areas, drainages, and key wildlife
corridors. Under the terms of the Tentative Order, the Discharger was required to
demonstrate that replacement of the full range of lost aquatic resource(s) and/or
functions through compensatory mitigation will be provided in perpetuity. Thus, the
Tentative Order will authorize the Discharger to proceed with the Project subject to the
conditions of the Tentative Order.
