SEARS POINT RACEWAY, SONOMA COUNTY – Amendment of WDR 00-062 and Reissuance of WDR for Wastewater Treatment Ponds

CHRONOLOGY:
July, 1974  -  WDR adopted.

October, 1984 and November, 1987 - Permit reissued. 

July 19, 2000 – WDR/WQC adopted.

DISCUSSION:

The attached Tentative Order reissues Waste Discharge Requirements for Sears Point Raceway (Raceway) and amends Waste Discharge Requirements and Water Quality Certification the Order issued to the Raceway in July 2000.  The Raceway owns and operates a series of ponds which treat wastewater from on-site facilities such as concession stands, shops and office buildings.  The treated effluent is applied to land surrounding the raceway through spray irrigation during the dry weather, non-event periods of the year. 





On July 19, 2000, the Board issued Waste Discharge Requirements and Water Quality Certification (WDR/WQC), Order No. 00-062, to the Raceway for its proposed project to upgrade and modernize the existing racetrack.  Although the project included construction of new wastewater treatment ponds, plans for the new treatment system were not finalized when Order No. 00-062 was adopted.  The Raceway has since finalized the plans for the new treatment system, consisting of a series of three treatment ponds and one storage pond, followed by a disinfection system.  The Tentative Order amends Order No. 00-062 to include the new wastewater treatment system in the WDR/WQC.

Board staff will transmit comments and staff response to comments, as well as any changes to the Tentative Order, under a separate cover.

RECOMMENDATION:      Adoption of the Tentative Order.
