Dear Mr. Delmar:



Enclosed is Complaint No. 01-087.  The Complaint alleges that USS-POSCO Industries exceeded its permit limit several times for the period between August 1, 2000, to June 30, 2001.  These violations are subject to a mandatory minimum penalty under Sections 13385(h) and (i) of the California Water Code.



For the reasons listed in the enclosed staff report, this Complaint proposes the mandatory minimum penalty of $15,000.



I plan to bring this matter to the Regional Board at its August 15, 2001 meeting. You have three options:



You can appear before the Board at the meeting to contest the matter. Written comments are due by August 6, 2001. At the meeting the board may impose an administrative civil liability in the amount proposed or for a different amount; decline to seek civil liability; or refer the case to the Attorney General to have a Superior Court consider imposition of a penalty.



You can waive the right to a hearing by signing the last page of the Complaint and checking the appropriate box. By doing so, you agree to pay the liability within 30 days of signing the waiver.



For the violation under Section 13385(h)(3) of the California Water Code, you can waive the right to a hearing and complete a pollution prevention plan or supplemental environmental project in lieu of the penalty imposed for the first serious violation by signing the last page of the Complaint and checking the second box.  Note that a pollution prevention plan or supplemental environmental project must be acceptable to the Executive Officer.  If a pollution prevention plan or supplemental environmental project is not acceptable, you agree to pay the liability.  By choosing this option you also agree to pay the remaining $12,000 liability within 30 days of signing the waiver.
