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Harmful algal blooms (HABs) and algal toxins have increased globally in geographic range, frequency, duration, and severity in recent 
years. HABs are problematic because they can affect multiple beneficial uses including recreation, aquatic life, and drinking water by 
reducing aesthetics, lowering dissolved oxygen concentration, causing taste and odor problems, and producing potent toxins.
