DIVISION OF WATER RIGHTS

Drought-related Items

Clear Lake Hitch Emergency: On December 6", the State Water Board adopted
emergency regulations that allow the Division of Water Rights to collect information from
water users in the Clear Lake watershed. The information collected will inform the
Board’s evaluation of how groundwater pumping and other water uses may influence
creek flows that are critical for hitch spawning and migration and will assist the Board’s
efforts to protect the hitch. Once approved by the Office of Administrative Law, which
can take about two weeks, the regulations will be good for one year. The Division plans
to send out information orders and continue engaging with water users beginning in
January 2023. Engagement will include ongoing meetings, workshops, compliance
assistance, and more. Details are available on the Board’s Clear Lake hitch website.

Delta, Hearings, and Special Projects Branch

Public Hearing on Bay-Delta Water Quality Control Plan: On December 11, 2023,
the State Water Board concluded a multiday public hearing to receive oral comments on
the draft Staff Report in support of potential Sacramento/Delta updates to the Bay-Delta
Water Quality Control Plan. Video recordings of all three hearing days are available on
the Board’s website. Written comments on the draft Staff Report are due on January 19,
2024.

Measurement and Reporting Regulation pursuant to Senate Bill 88 (SB88): On
December 7t staff from the Division of Water Rights’ Drought Planning Unit held a
public workshop on the water measurement and reporting regulation adopted pursuant
to 2015 Senate Bill 88. The purpose of the workshop was to improve data quality and
compliance with the measurement and reporting regulation in advance of the Water
Year 2023 reporting deadline on February 1, 2024.

Staff reviewed the regulation’s requirements, outlined various options to comply, and
gave an overview of newly developed compliance assistance resources, including a
measurement and reporting manual and standardized datafile templates. More than 150
stakeholders attended the workshop, and the recording is available on the Water
Measurement and Reporting Regulation website. Following the workshop, staff have
been holding one-on-one meetings with stakeholders to answer their unique
measurement and reporting questions as they prepare their annual water use reports
for the 2023 water year.

Water Quality Certification, Cannabis, Data Modernization, Water Supply &
Demand, Instream Flows, Administrative, and Reporting Branch

Potter Valley Hydroelectric Project: On November 17, 2023, Pacific Gas and Electric
Company (PG&E) released for public review an Initial Draft Surrender Application and
Conceptual Decommissioning Plan (Draft Surrender Application) for the Potter Valley
Hydroelectric Project. Staff from the State Water Board and North Coast Regional
Water Quality Control Board plan to provide joint comments on the Draft Surrender
Application. PG&E plans to release a revised draft surrender application by June 2024
and submit a final surrender application to the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission
(FERC) by January 2025.

CWSRF Recent Significant Events

SFY 2023/24 Intended Use Plan (IUP)

The SFY 2023/24 IUP was adopted by the Board on September 6, 2023. This year's
Fundable List, established by the IUP, includes 37 projects. 17 newly added projects to
the Fundable List are limited to $50 million of CWSREF loan per project. The total
estimated repayable loan commitment is $1.3 billion, which is above the $600 million
sustainable funding target for the program. To balance the long-term sustainable loan
capacity, it's anticipated that approximately $750 million of new loan projects will be
added in SFY 2024-25 and no new loan projects will be added in 2025-26. New projects
would be added again in 2026-27. This will not impact projects for small, disadvantaged
communities, which are automatically added to the Fundable List when an application is
deemed complete.

The IUP also states that projects on the Fundable List since 2021-22 will be removed if
the applicant has not consented to loan provisions or provided documents requested to
execute a loan by November 30, 2023. Of the 12 projects impacted, 2 have been
removed, 6 met the deadline and 4 projects requested extensions from the Deputy
Director for extenuating circumstances. DFA staff are continuing to meet with applicants
who requested extensions weekly to resolve ongoing issues and move these projects
forward as quickly as possible.

ELAP Offers New Fields of Accreditation

ELAP posted new analytical methods for accreditation based on requests received from
the Division of Drinking Water and the Los Angeles Regional Board. ELAP now offers
EPA 556 and EPA 556.1 for testing formaldehyde in drinking water, a compound with a
notification level. ELAP also offers ASTM D3977-97 (19) to establish a method capable
of determining sediment concentration, a component that may be used as an option for
stormwater monitoring.

DDW & DWQ PFAS Strategy Team

ELAP staff continues to regularly participate in the multi-divisional strategy team for
regulation of PFAS. ELAP offers two US EPA methods for analysis of PFAS in drinking
water, EPA 537.1 and EPA 533, and continues to offer accreditation to the DoD Quality
Systems Manual version 5.1 (or newer). Based on a request from the Division of Water
Quality, ELAP now offers EPA 1633 and draft method EPA 1621 for non-potable water
analysis. While EPA 1633 is like the method offered previously, EPA 1621 uses new
and alternative instrumentation to look for total organo-fluorine, adding a new tool to
supplement PFAS investigations.

Roadmap to ELAP Accreditation

ELAP continues to support laboratories in transitioning to new regulatory requirements
through a compliance assistance initiative, the Roadmap to ELAP Accreditation,
including one-on-one Transition Appointments with individual laboratories to answer
questions and help them create a plan. Laboratories may request an appointment by
emailing ELAP’s general email inbox. The compliance date for the TNI Standard
requirements is January 1, 2024, which represents the last of the new requirements
associated with the new ELAP regulations.

SAFER: Overview of Proposed Updates to the Drinking Water Cost Assessment
Model — Other Essential Infrastructure, Administrative Needs, and Interim
Solutions: On December 20, 2023, the Division of Drinking Water is hosting a public
webinar workshop to provide an opportunity for stakeholders to learn about and provide
feedback on the proposed Drinking Water Cost Assessment Model updates. The
webinar will focus on the methods and cost assumptions associated with estimating
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other essential infrastructure needs and managerial support through Administrator
and/or technical assistance and providing interim and/or emergency measures.

SAFER: Proposed Updates for the 2024 Drinking Water Needs Assessment
On December 20, 2023, the Division of Drinking Water is hosting a public webinar
workshop to provide an opportunity for stakeholders to learn about and provide
feedback on the proposed 2024 Drinking Water Needs Assessment updates. The
webinar will focus on the Failing Criteria and Cost Assessment update.

Adoption of the Cross-Connection Control Policy Handbook

On December 19, the State Water Resources Control Board adopted the proposed
Cross-Connection Control Policy Handbook (CCCPH). The CCCPH will replace and
update existing backflow and cross-connection control regulations for California’s public
drinking water systems. The CCCPH will also establish standards for organizations that
certify backflow assembly testers and cross-connection control specialists. Since the
start of 2020 there have been four opportunities for verbal and written public comments,
including a State Water Board Workshop. The State Water Board responded to nearly
1,800 public comments and established an external advisory workgroup to include
expert public input. At the State Water Board Workshop, numerous industry experts and
public water system representatives highlighted the importance of the CCCPH and
stated that the CCCPH should be adopted at this time. The CCCPH is being proposed
with an effective date of July 1, 2024.

Adoption of Direct Potable Reuse regulations

On December 19, the State Water Resources Control Board adopted the proposed
direct potable reuse regulations. Direct potable reuse is the planned use of municipal
wastewater to produce water that is placed into the water distribution system of a public
water system or into a water supply immediately upstream of a public water system’s
water treatment plant. The direct potable reuse regulations establish minimum criteria
for the protection of public health applicable to public water systems that may choose to
engage in direct potable reuse. The adoption of the proposed regulations follows
extensive public engagement, starting with the investigation of the feasibility of
developing regulations for direct potable reuse and publication of the results of the
investigation in a State Water Board report to the legislature in 2016. The State Water
Board held a series of public workshops to engage the public and stakeholders and
solicited public comments on the draft report to the legislature on the feasibility of
developing the regulations, as well as after publication of editions of the framework for
regulating direct potable reuse in 2018, 2019, and 2021. The State Water Board also
received extensive comments and recommendations on public health issues and
scientific and technical matters regarding development of regulations for direct potable
reuse from a stakeholder advisory group in 2016 and two independent expert panels in
2016 and 2022. A CalEPA external scientific peer review of the scientific portions of the
regulations was also completed in 2021. The State Water Board initiated the rulemaking
process under the Administrative Procedure Act for the proposed direct potable reuse
regulations with the publication of the Notice of Proposed Rulemaking in the California
Notice Register on July 21, 2023. The State Water Board conducted the APA public
comment period process and has considered all public input relevant to the proposed
regulations. With the adoption of the regulations the rulemaking package must now be
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submitted to the Office of Administrative Law for review and, if approved, filing with the
Secretary of State.

Hexavalent Chromium Maximum Contaminant Level Status

The proposed hexavalent chromium maximum contaminant level notice of proposed
rulemaking was published 16 June 2023. An Administrative Procedure Act public
hearing to receive public comments on the proposed regulation was held Wednesday, 2
August 2023, with written comments due at noon on Friday, 4 August 2023. A 15-day
notice of proposed changes was released on 22 November 2023, with written
comments on changes due by noon Friday, December 15, 2023.

Submits on a Quarterly Basis
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IRRIGATED LANDS REGULATORY PROGRAM UPDATE
December 2023

This month’s Irrigated Lands Regulatory Program (ILRP) update provides a summary of
significant activities of State Water Board staff for the month of November 2023; and the
North Coast, San Francisco Bay, Central Coast, Los Angeles, Lahontan, Colorado River
Basin, Santa Ana, and San Diego Regional Water Boards from October 1, 2023 to
November 30, 2023. Next month’s report will present the activities of the Central Valley
Water Board’s recent program activities and up to date data on compliance and
outreach activities.

State Water Board staff continues its evaluation of nitrogen applied (A) and nitrogen
removed (R) data collected since the adoption of Order WQ 2018-0002 (/n the Matter of
Review of Waste Discharge Requirements General Order No. R5-2012-0116

for Growers Within the Eastern San Joaquin River Watershed that are Members of the
Third-Party Group). Staff will be presenting an overview to the Board by September
2024, per the recently adopted Order WQ-2023-0081 (/n the Matter of Review of
General Waste Discharge Requirements for Discharges from Irrigated Lands Order No.
R3-2021-0040).

On November 7-9, 2023, staff attended the California Department of Food and
Agriculture’s annual Fertilizer Research and Education Program (FREP) conference in
Modesto. Staff toured a local tree nursery, in addition to attending conference lectures
and workshops. Research presented focused on optimizing nutrient and water
management in the agricultural industry.

Staff participated in the California Bioresources Alliance Symposium on November 28-
29. Participants included regulators, researchers, and industry representatives. Topics
of discussion focused on using organics residuals as beneficial products, rather than
wastes, emerging research and technologies, and environmental justice issues. The
presentations are available on the website.

North Coast Regional Water Board finalized a reorganization that formed an
Agricultural and Enforcement Division, which now includes the Irrigated Lands,
Cannabis, and Dairies regulatory programs. Staff continue to work on the Vineyard and
Lily Bulb permits.

San Francisco Regional Water Board staff is working with enrollees on Annual
Reporting compliance, which includes providing direct assistance with the GeoTracker
database. Staff plans to update the Annual Report form to improve clarity in required
fields for grower compliance. Staff also recently integrated enroliment data and Annual
Report data into a new format for the fee collection group, which will streamline
invoicing.

Central Coast Region Water Board staff will present an informational item to their
Board at the December 14-15, 2023 Board Meeting, which provides an annual update
on program implementation.

Appendix A

Staff continues to conduct outreach and education, provide real-time compliance
assistance to growers, and to coordinate and prioritize implementation efforts with
approved third-party, Preservation, Inc. and other technical assistance providers and
agencies.

In addition, staff is in the process of developing a proposed timeline to revise the
Agricultural Order to address the remanded items directed by the State Water Board.
Until a revised Order is adopted, all provisions of the current Order, except as identified
related to the groundwater protection limits, remain in effect.

Los Angeles Regional Water Board staff continues to meet with the approved third-
parties, Los Angeles Irrigated Lands Group (LAILG) and Ventura County Agricultural
Irrigated Lands Group (VCAILG), to discuss implementation and next steps for the
General WDRs.

Staff met with the GeoTracker team to discuss implementation of the drinking water well
requirements. Staff is developing templates for the submittal and notification of
exceedances, as required by the updated General WDRs.

On November 15, 2023, staff attended a roundtable hosted by UC Cooperative
Extension to discuss nitrogen regulations for nurseries and floriculture. Additionally, on
November 28, 2023, staff attended a workshop hosted by VCAILG to give an update on
the General WDRs to growers in attendance.

Colorado River Basin Regional Water Board staff presented an overview of the
program at the annual growers’ meeting in Imperial Valley on November 1, 2023. Staff
also participated in discussions and responded to questions at the annual growers’
meeting in Coachella Valley on October 31, 2023

Santa Ana Regional Water Board staff is working with the San Jacinto Coalition, an
approved third-party group that represents agricultural operations enrolled in the
General Order, to update reporting programs to comply with the new requirements. On
November 1, 2023, the Santa Ana Water Board Executive Officer approved the Farm
Plan and Irrigation Nitrogen Management Plan template submitted by the San Jacinto
Coalition on behalf of their members. Staff is working on a Farm Plan and Irrigation
Management Plan template for agricultural operations who are not members of a
coalition.

Staff is focused on identifying agricultural operations that are either not enrolled in the
current General Order or have not met the reporting requirements of the previous Order.
In October and November 2023, staff mailed out eleven Failure to Apply notices to
agriculture operations not in compliance with the General Order. As of November 30,
2023, four of the notice recipients completed the electronic Notice of Intent through
GeoTracker and received a Notice of Authorization from the Santa Ana Water Board.
Staff also identified ten additional landowners that have agricultural parcels not enrolled
in the General Order and are preparing Failure to Apply notices.

San Diego Regional Water Board staff attended the 3rd Annual Gathering for San
Diego Food Vision 2030 on October 19, 2023. The San Diego Food System Alliance
organized this event as a follow up to the Carbon Sink Mini Convergence event that
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staff attended in March 2023. Staff heard presentations from the San Diego
Coastkeeper, a professor at Kumeyaay Community College, the Community Alliance
with Family Farmers, the San Diego Food System Alliance, and local growers.
Presentations focused on how to create a more sustainable society as climate change
threatens our infrastructure and our environment. The presenters urged the attendees
to change their mindset from viewing our environment as a resource and instead think
of it as a “relative,” emphasizing that society should adapt the mindset of the Tribal
Nations that have lived in California since time immemorial. They urged attendees to
work with what the environment can provide naturally instead of forcing the environment
to provide more than it can sustainably offer. Staff will consider this perspective when
evaluating and revising General Agricultural Order No. R9-2016-0004, General Waste
Discharge Requirements for Discharges from Commercial Agricultural Operations for
Dischargers that are Members of a Third-Party Group in the San Diego Region, and
General Agricultural Order No. R9-2016-0005, General Waste Discharge Requirements
for Discharges from Commercial Agricultural Operations for Dischargers Not
Participating in a Third-Party Group in the San Diego Region.

Staff participated in a Nitrogen Reporting Regulations for Nurseries and Floriculture
roundtable organized by the University of California Cooperative Extension on
November 15, 2023. Participants included other Water Board staff, U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency staff, Farm Bureau representatives, and growers. The purpose of the
roundtable was to discuss the precedential nitrogen reporting requirements from the
State Water Board’s Order No. WQ 2018-0002, In the Matter of Review of Waste
Discharge Requirements General Order No. R5-2012-0116 for Growers Within the
Eastern San Joaquin River Watershed that are Members of the Third-Party Group,
Issued by the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Central Valley Region,
and how those requirements apply to nurseries. San Diego Water Board staff will
continue to work with other region’s ILRP staff and agencies to find ways to incorporate
the nitrogen reporting requirements into the revised Agricultural Order.

There were no significant program updates reported in the Lahontan Region from
October 1, 2023 to November 30, 2023.
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
