NOTICE OF OPPORTUNITY FOR PUBLIC COMMENTS

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE STATEWIDE GENERAL
NATIONAL POLLUTANT DISCHARGE ELIMINATION SYSTEM (NPDES) PERMIT

FOR

BIOLOGICAL AND RESIDUAL PESTICIDE DISCHARGES TO WATERS OF THE
UNITED STATES FROM VECTOR CONTROL APPLICATIONS

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the State Water Resources Control Board (State
Water Board) Executive Director is proposing to amend the existing Statewide General
NPDES Permit for Biological and Residual Pesticide Discharges to Waters of the United
States from Vector Control Applications.” The proposed permit amendment adds:

e The active ingredient of pyriproxyfen, identified as 2-[1-methyl-2-(4-
phenoxyphenoxy)ethoxy] pyridine; and

e Corresponding findings, receiving water monitoring and reporting requirements.

The State Water Board Executive Director will accept written comments that are limited
to the proposed permit amendment as described above.

BACKGROUND

The State Water Board adopted the statewide permit on March 1, 2016. Section I11.Q of
the permit delegates State Water Board authority to the Executive Director to amend the
permit, specifically to:

e Add new active ingredients currently registered by the California Department of
Pesticide Regulation for vector control, and the applicable receiving water
limitations; and

e Grant a regulatory exception to dischargers from complying with receiving water
limitations for pesticide active ingredients that are priority pollutants per the State
Water Board:

e C(California Ocean Plan, and

e Policy for Implementation of Toxics Standards for Inland Surface Waters,
Enclosed Bays, and Estuaries of California.

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Over time, invasive pests (vectors, etc.) become pesticide resistant. Agencies applying
pesticides for vector control must change the pesticide active ingredients to effectively
control the pest population and prevent impacts to public health.

The Mosquito and Vector Control Association of California, representing over 65 special
districts and local governments responsible for mosquito and vector control, requests
that the State Water Board add a Department of Pesticide Regulations-registered active
ingredient known as Pyriproxyfen to the permit to assist in reducing mosquito and vector
threats to public health.
